DEVELOPMENT TRENDS OF MOUNTAIN TERRITORIAL COMMUNITIES

The Carpathian region is characterized by the presence of three natural and economic zones - lowland,
foothill, and mountain, which require different approaches to their socio-economic development. Along with
this, mountainous areas are in a state of stagnation, they are characterized by restrictions on the use of
agricultural land, insufficiently extensive transport, and communal infrastructure — as a result, unemployment,
low wages, and labor migration. The purpose of the article is to identify the main trends in the socio-economic
development of mountain settlements in the region. It has been proven that to support mountain settlements and
equalize their socio-economic development, it is necessary to develop a legislative framework and change the
ideology of supporting the development of mountain areas.

Key words: mountain areas, socio-economic development, programs, stimulation.

The Carpathian region is one of the most attractive geographical regions of Central and Eastern
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Europe, which is of strategic importance in the development of the territories of eight states, including

Ukraine. The Ukrainian Carpathians, as a mountainous region characterized by high natural resource
potential and an important geopolitical location, is of great importance for the socio-economic
development of Zakarpattia, Lviv, lvano-Frankivsk, and Chernivtsi regions, on whose territory they are
located.

Most of the mountain areas, which are located at an altitude of 400 meters above sea level and
above, are difficult to access. The resource potential of these territories, where about one million
citizens live in 715 settlements, has not been realized, and the level of their socio-economic
development is significantly lower than in Ukraine as a whole, which leads to a low quality of life for
the population, to increasing disparities in the system of economic complexes and the deterioration of
the investment attractiveness of mountain areas, the growth of differentiation of the main socio-
economic indicators, increases the depression and subsidization of such areas, leads to the deterioration
of their ecological condition, the loss of potential for the restoration of development and restrains the
balanced development of the regions on the territory of which the Carpathians are located [1]. Modern
regional studies, in which the problems of the development of mountain areas are raised, are devoted to
the work of many scientists, in particular Pityulich M.M. [2], Pityulich M.I. [3, 6], Miklovda V.P. [4],
Zhuk P.V. [5]. Hoblyk V.V. [7, 8].

The purpose of the article is to identify the main trends in the socio-economic development of
the mountain settlements of the region. It should be recalled that the UN conference highlighted the
special situation and needs of the least developed and most environmentally vulnerable countries in the
final declaration (Principle 6, Rio de Janeiro Declaration on Environment and Development). Based on
this principle, Chapter 13 "Rational Use of Vulnerable Ecosystems: Sustainable Development of
Mountain Regions” was included in Agenda 21. The preamble to this chapter emphasizes that
“mountains are an important source of water, energy and biological diversity. In addition, they are the
source of the most valuable resources. As one of the largest ecosystems, mountains are of great
importance for the survival of the global ecosystem. At the same time, mountain ecosystems are
changing rapidly. They are susceptible to the acceleration of soil erosion, landslides, rapid narrowing of
the environment, and reduction of genetic diversity. Socially, the population in mountainous areas is
characterized by widespread poverty and the loss of traditional skills. As a result of unwise
management, degradation of the natural environment occurs in most mountainous areas of the world.
Therefore, issues of rational management of resources and socio-economic development of mountain
areas require immediate measures” [9, p. 23].

The European community has long realized the importance of mountain areas that perform

important economic, socio-cultural, and ecological functions. In such countries as Italy, France,
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Switzerland, and Austria, special "mountain” laws designed to regulate mining development have been

adopted and are in force. Moreover, an example of concerted action by several mountain countries in
the plan can be the Alpine Convention, signed in Salzburg in 1991 by Germany, France, Italy, Austria,
Switzerland, Liechtenstein, Slovenia, and the EU, and the Charter for the Protection of the Pyrenees,
[10], signed France, Spain. and Andorra. The agreements are aimed at achieving two main goals:
improvement of the system of conservation of natural resources, and cultural landscapes, protection of
the living environment, and consideration of the social needs of the population. However, in 1995,
Ukraine attempted to create a legislative basis for the ecological and economic development of the
Carpathian territories. However, the formation of such a legislative framework was completed only
with the adoption of the Law of Ukraine "On the Status of Mountainous Settlements in Ukraine",
which, instead of the comprehensive development of the mountainous territory, actually singles out
only one approach - the establishment of several social payments to residents of territorial communities
that were classified as "mountainous” ". Mountain areas are noticeably inferior to flat ones in terms of
socioeconomic development, but at the same time, they differ more and more in this regard.
Preliminarily, among such areas, we can name those whose backwardness is caused by: 1) weak
infrastructure; 2) relative surplus of labor resources and underemployment of the local population; 3) a
sharp violation of the ecological balance; 4) a complex of the specified reasons in their various
combinations.

Among the modern problems of the development of the mountainous territories of the
Carpathian region, the following should be noted:

1. The development of mountain settlements is restrained by insufficiently branched transport
and communal infrastructure, underdeveloped industry and agriculture, unemployment, low wages, and
migratory attitudes of the population. Problems in the field of education are accumulating, namely: low
occupancy of classes in secondary educational institutions.

2. In mountainous territories, an unfavorable ecological situation is developing, which is
associated with such natural phenomena as floods and floods.

3. The available financial resources of local budgets do not meet the needs of the social and
economic development of mountainous areas.

4. In mountainous areas, there is almost no agriculture traditional for mountains — sheep
farming, dairy farming, and local handicrafts have declined.

Thus, in our opinion, the most important recommendations for overcoming negative trends in
the development of mountainous areas are the definition of a planning system for the use of land in
mountainous areas, both arable and non-arable, to prevent their erosion while increasing the production

of ecologically clean agricultural products, deep processing of wood, development tourism, recreation;
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fish farming, use of renewable resources and sustainable mining, conservation and development of

services to the local population to stop migration and preserve local communities. It should be noted
that no regional development policy will be sufficiently effective in any case if, along with financial

The article examines the essence of the category of documentation support of management activities in
public authorities and their regulatory and legal support.
