Shopping in the USA, Britain, and Ukraine: What’s the

Difference?

Shopping habits vary from country to country, and so do the rules about pricing, taxes, and
special offers. If you're planning to shop in the USA, Britain, or Ukraine, it’s useful to understand
how cost and pricing work in each place.

In the United States, the price tags in stores usually do not include sales tax. That means
if something costs $50, you may pay $53 or more at the register, depending on the state’s tax rate.
The average sales tax in the USA ranges from 5% to 10%. Also, tax-free shopping is not very
common for tourists unless they are leaving the country and apply through a refund service.

In the United Kingdom, prices usually include VAT (Value Added Tax), which is 20%.
So, when you see a price tag that says £30, that is the final price. Tourists from outside the UK
used to enjoy tax-free shopping, but after Brexit, this program changed. Now, VAT refunds are
no longer available for tourists shopping in Great Britain, though Northern Ireland may still offer
some schemes.

In Ukraine, prices also include VAT, which is currently 20%. This tax is already included
in the price tag, and no extra amount is added at checkout. However, tax-free shopping is
available for tourists from abroad who buy goods over a certain amount and leave the country
within 90 days. They can apply for a VAT refund by showing receipts and export declarations at
customs. This system supports tourism and encourages spending.

When talking about prices, don’t confuse cost with price. Cost usually refers to how much
something takes to produce or how much you spend overall. Price is what the seller charges. For
example, the cost of producing a T-shirt may be $5, but the price you pay in a shop could be $20.
