MEAL

1. Read and translate the text.

The process of chewing and swallowing food is called eating. Everything
that can be eaten is called edible (eatable). We eat various food-stuffs: meat, fish,
poultry, vegetables, fruit, eggs, fats, bread, etc. We partake food several times a day.
This partaking of food at certain time is called a meal. Before having our meals we
must cook our food. There are different ways of preparing it. We boil eggs, meat,
fish, vegetables, water, milk. We roast meat. You will find the word "roast” on the
menu card (bill of fares) at a restaurant. There is a special way of doing food called
grilling.

We say that the meat is underdone or overdone when it is too much roasted or boiled.
We fry eggs, meat, fish, vegetables. We stew fish, meat, vegetables, fruit and we
stuff fish, poultry and vegetables. We cook soup, rice, dry fruit and vegetables, and
before cooking the later, we peel, pare or scrape them. We dress meat, salad. We
make breakfast, dinner, supper, tea, coffee, omelets, etc. We make (bake) bread. We
put salt, sugar, pepper, mustard and various spices into our food to make it salted,
sweet, sour. Food may be fresh (good) or unfit for eating. Food may taste good or
bad, it may be tasty or tasteless. If the cake is good we say "The cake is a success",
and if not, we say "The cake is a failure". If you have a special dinner or give a party
you should know how to lay the table on such an occasion. First you spread the table-
cloth and put out table-mats to protect the table from the hot dishes: a tureen of soup,
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a bowl of hot vegetables, a platter of meat, a boat of sauce, etc. Then you take out of
the drawer in the sideboard soup spoons for the soup, spoons for the sweet and all
the cutlery - knives and forks (for the sweet as well).

On the left of each guest you put a small
plate for bread and on his right a wine - glass. Don't forget to put out the table napkins
for each guest and place several salt-cellars, mustard-pots, pepper-boxes, etc. Once
again have a look at the table and see if it is laid for each person. But where are the
flowers? You shouldn't forget to put a bowl of beautiful flowers on the dinner-table.
And what about the menu of the dinner-party? Begin with hors d'oeuvres followed
by, say, a clear soup with meat pastries, the next courses may include either roast
chicken with rice and vegetables, or roast duck with apples or veal cutlets with chips
and so on. Then ice-cream for the sweet and fruit for dessert (served in a fruit bowl).

TRANSCARPATHIAN REGION GEOGRAPHIC OVERVIEW
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1. Read and translate the text.

Transcarpathia is the most southwestern region in Ukraine bordering with
Romania, Hungary, Slovakia and Poland.

The region occupies the southwestern part of the Ukrainian Carpathian
Mountains and the neighboring northeastern part of Central Danube Lowland. The
area of the Transcarpathia is 12,800 square kilometers.

The population of the region is 1,279,000 (Ukrainians — 78,4%, Hungarians
— 12,5%, Russians — 4%, Romanians — 2.5%, Gypsies — 1%, Slovaks — 0,6%,
Germans — 0,3%). Other cities of region are Mukacheve, Beregovo, Svalyava,
Volovec, Khust, Chop, Rakhovo, Vinogradovo, Perechin, and Tyachevo.

The territory is mountainous and hilly, and is covered with deciduous and
coniferous forests, and alpine meadows. The highest point in the region is mount
Hoverla (2061 m) in the Carpathians. In the lowlands are fertile fields, orchards and
vineyards.

The climate is temperate-continental with a comparatively long spring, mild

summer, warm fall, and cool winter.
Numerous rivers demarcate the terrain of the region. The largest rivers are Tysa,
Borzhava, Tereblya, Rika, Uzh, and Latorytsya. There are several small mountain
lakes of glacial origin. The most known of them is Lake Synevir (989 meters above
sea level).

More than 360 varieties of mineral waters have been discovered and
researched. These waters are used in the treatment of various diseases of the
digestive and circulatory systems. Also some of the mineral waters are used for
physiotherapy purpose.

There are 10 sanatoriums in the region. The most known of them are Carpathy,
Sonyashne Zacarpattya, Polyana, Kvitka Polonyny, Perlyna Carpat, and Shayan.

To serve the needs of travelers the Latorytsya tourist complex in Mukacheve,
10 tourist centers with 9 branches, and three mountain shelters operate in the region.
They can accommodate a total of 4,000 people. There are also 12 ski trails in the
region, which are operated only during the winter.
