TEMA 1. Speech Therapy Services. Communication with Parents

Aim of the lesson:

To provide students with in-depth knowledge of speech therapy services and to develop advanced
professional communication skills for interacting with parents in English.

Methodological recommendations:

The teacher should encourage students to rely on their practical experience or observations from
internships. Attention should be paid to professional vocabulary, polite forms, and accurate use of
Present Simple and Present Continuous in real-life professional contexts. Pair and role-play activities
are strongly recommended.

Reading and analysing grammar structures: Speech Therapy Services in Schools

Speech therapy services in schools are an essential part of inclusive education and aim to support
children who experience difficulties with speech, language, or communication. These difficulties may
include articulation disorders, delayed language development, fluency problems, or challenges in social
communication. In most educational settings, speech therapy services are provided by qualified speech
and language therapists who collaborate closely with teachers, psychologists, and special education staff.

School-based speech therapy focuses not only on correcting specific speech problems but also
on helping children participate fully in academic and social life. Therapy sessions may be organised
individually or in small groups, depending on the child’s needs and abilities. Individual sessions are
usually recommended for children with severe or complex disorders, while group sessions help develop
communication skills through interaction with peers.

An important component of effective speech therapy is regular communication with parents.
Parents need to be informed about therapy goals, methods, and progress. When parents understand how
therapy works, they can support their child at home by practising exercises and maintaining a positive
communicative environment. Consistent cooperation between therapists and families significantly
increases the effectiveness of intervention and helps achieve long-term results.

Reading and analysing grammar structures: Why Communication Matters

Communication is one of the most important aspects of human life, as it enables people to
exchange information, express emotions, and build relationships. In professional environments,
especially in education and therapy, communication becomes a tool that directly influences cooperation
and effectiveness. A speech therapist communicates daily with children, parents, teachers, and
colleagues, adapting language and style to each situation.

There are different forms of interaction, including verbal and non-verbal communication, formal
and informal speech, and written and spoken messages. Non-verbal elements such as gestures, facial
expressions, and eye contact often reinforce spoken language and help create trust. In therapeutic
settings, clear and supportive communication helps children feel safe and motivated.

Effective communication also requires logical structure. Linking words and discourse markers
help organise ideas, show contrast, cause and effect, or addition. When a therapist uses clear discourse,
misunderstandings are reduced and cooperation improves, leading to better outcomes for children and
families.

Reading and analysing grammar structures: Stages of Speech Development

Speech development is a complex and gradual process that begins in early infancy and continues
throughout childhood. During the first year of life, children usually produce sounds and babbling, which
later develops into meaningful words. By the age of two, most children are able to combine words into
simple phrases, while by the age of four or five they can form complex sentences and communicate
effectively in everyday situations.

However, not all children follow the same developmental pattern. Some experience deviations
such as delayed speech onset, limited vocabulary, poor pronunciation, or difficulties in understanding
language. These problems may be influenced by neurological conditions, hearing impairments,
emotional factors, or an unfavourable language environment.

Early identification of speech deviations is essential, as timely intervention significantly
improves outcomes. Speech therapists assess children’s abilities by comparing their skills with
developmental norms and designing individual intervention plans. Understanding the difference between
typical development and deviations is a core professional competence for future speech therapists.

During observation, the therapist pays attention to pronunciation, vocabulary, sentence structure,
fluency, and non-verbal behaviour. Diagnostic procedures may include formal tests, structured tasks,
and informal interviews. These tools help evaluate articulation, phonemic awareness, comprehension,
and expressive language skills.

Accurate diagnostics is essential for planning effective intervention. Based on assessment results,
the therapist formulates goals, selects appropriate methods, and monitors progress. Professional
documentation and clear communication with colleagues and parents are also integral parts of the
assessment process.
