The article "Temperament as a psychological factor of musical performance™ is devoted to the analysis of scientific
frameworks of the display of temperament characteristics in musicians’ performances, from the point of view of interdisciplinary
combination of psychological theory of temperament and practice of musical performance. Based on the scientific and theoretical
research methods, temperament theories of personality are revealed (psychological theory of Carl Jung, 1. Pavlov typological
theory and structural theory of W. Merlin), in the context of which developed of such researchers as Kirnarska D., E. Yorkina, E.
Fedorov, and I. Poluboryanyna developed the characteristics of musician temperament. The outlined scientific research forms the
basis of modern domestic approach to identify the impact of individual-typological features of musicians’ on the effectiveness of
their performances.

More specifically, all Jungian types of temperament can be found among musicians (D. Kirnarska): extroverted
(confident, open, able to show their best in front of a large audience, stable; becomes overexcited if performing on stage with
insufficient preparation) and introverted (prone to fantasy and the constant search for new meanings, subjective interpretation).
There are mental (typically stable, but sometimes overly academic performance), sensory (passionate, but occasionally
emotionally unstable performance) and intuitive (subtle play, but sometimes the interpretation is not understood by the audience)
introverts.

According to the typology of lvan Pavlov, E. Yorkina characterizes temperaments of musicians: choleric - explosive;
sanguine — a fighter; phlegmatic - inert; melancholic - sensitive and so on. E. Fedorov finds that the following patterns can be
observed during musical performances: choleric musicians are in a state of emotional arousal on the stage, resembling a "pre-
fever”, more often than other types; phlegmatic performers fall into a state of creative apathy more often. Musicians with a weak
nervous system — melancholics — have the hardest time overcoming stage fright. Based on the description of psychological types
of temperament by W. Merlin, I. Poluboyaryna proposed her own classification of temperament characteristics of young
musicians, in which she distinguishes the strengths and weaknesses that significantly affect the creation of musical images during
the concert.

Most researchers argue that performance musicians of any type of temperament can succeed in their musical careers by
forming their own individual style, which would compensate for the biological shortcomings of their temperament. Such styles are
formed during professional training. Its effectiveness depends on the consideration of individual typological characteristics of
personality, which implies the need of an individual approach to each artist, using a variety of educational methods and
techniques.

One of the factors ensuring the competitiveness of education at the world level is a meaningful improvement of the
quality of specialist training, the formation of their motivation to self-education, to continuous professional education. The
extremely responsible mission of specialist is the performing of professional or non - professional orientation, that requires
necessarily the acquisition of modern professional pedagogical thinking and outlook by humanitarian profile students. The
article is devoted to the study of essential and effective methodology of teaching students at the basic educational level. It
has been proved that the majority of students do not have a "habit" for independent theoretical professional training, which
reflects low motivation for quality education. It has been proved that the mechanism of motivation for professional self-
development during university training enables the elaboration of necessary management procedures of educational and
professional activities. Conscious creation of relevant training situations in the learning process is an essential condition
for achieving educational motivational tension and formation of the future specialist's professional thinking. The further
professional development is defined by the degree of mastery of the professional thinking principles (and depends on
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personal experience, the school attended, the knowledge of discipline theory). This approach has contributed to the
development of studens' self-cognitive opportunities, enhance the practical skills, developed the elements of perceived
independence. Accentuation of educational impacts on constituent components of professional self-development motivation
should be the basis for the formation of the specialist' self-development mativation in general.

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DEFINITION OF THE LIE GIVEN BY CHILDREN OF PRIMARY SCHOOL AGE

The own research results concerning lies of children between 7 and 9 years of ageare presented in the article. The study
group of children was consisted of 137 pupils of early school education, including 68 girls and 69 boys. The factual material
collected during individual conversations with children allowed answering the research questions: how do children in primary
school age define the lie, and what are similarities and differences in verbal definitions of the lie given by girls and boys.

1. Theoretical  considerations
children lies

1.1. Different authors’ points of view on the lie

Psychologists claim that the lie has always been
present in a human and they ‘consider it as one of the leading
nature laws’ (Witkowski, 2006, p. 18). It is a common
phenomenon in a human’s life because both adults and
children tell lies. One may lie with the use of words, gestures
and also facial expressions. The lie may be conscious but also
less conscious. One may lie other people, but also those who
are the closest, e.g. parents, siblings, friends, teachers or
oneself (Karwatowska, 2010, p. 81). Even though, we know
subconsciously that the lie is something bad, we do not always
tell truth. The issue of the lie is multidimensional, difficult to
grasp and conditioned by various factors but always closely
related to the human morality. O. Konkova points out that
presently ‘the issue of perceiving the “truth” norm by children
is in the centre of the attention of researchers; it means that the
lie in children is seen in the context of occurrence and
development of moral awareness’ (Konkova, 2007, p. 131).

The term ‘lie’ itself is also complex and therefore
ambiguously defined in contemporary subject literature. J.
Piaget believes that the lie ‘is naturally related to the issue of
objective responsibility and moral realism’ (Piaget, 1967, p.
129). Hence, the problem of the lie is always directly
connected with the moral development of the human. H.
Malewskaand H. Muszynskiclaim that the lie shall be defined
as such a behaviour of people which results from the reason
for misleading someone (Malewska, Muszynski, 1962, p. 10).
Similar definition is found in the Dictionary of the
contemporary Polish language, which is as follows: ‘the lie is
a judgment which does not reflect reality, we say it in order to
mislead someone’ (The Dictionary of the contemporary Polish
language, 1998, p. 382).

W. Okondescribes the lieas ‘a false statement which
aims to mislead someone in a conscious way’ (Okon, 1996, p.
122). The author underlines that the lie is not a mistaken
utterance which someone makes when he or she is convinced
of its truthfulness. Therefore, such a person lies who gives
false information consciously and intentionally. Supplement to
the definitions cited which is additional and crucial for
considerations taken into this article, is that one mentioned by
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W. Chudy. It says that the lic is ‘the act of misleading
someone (else) in a conscious way which results in the
disturbance of the basic social relationship, which is
represented by the principle of communication’ (Chudy, 2003,
p. 627).

To develop the content of the definition of the lie, it
should be added that some authors think that the concealment,
acting or simulation of the situation which is not real is also
considered as the lie (Malewska, Muszynski, 1962, p.12). H.
Muszynski (1962, p. 12) draws our attention to this aspect as
well and he writes that concealment of facts and representation
of situation which is other than the real one is also the lie. S. B.
Walters dealt with the problem of the lie as well. He also
thinks that the lie is represented by: cheating, vagueness,
disinformation, concealment, hiding, interlacement, distortion,
making up, twisting, counterfeiting, blinding, embellishment
(Walters, 2003, p.14). The presented definitions of the lie
allow for deducing that although they have a lot of identical
denotations, they differ among one another. These differences
are the most visible in the aspect of the actions made by a
person who lies and they concern his or her reasons, emotions
by which this person is ruled.

Comparison of the mentioned and chosen definitions
of the lie shows that their scope of content is not significantly
different, and the clear boundary between authors’ views
concerning description, interpretation and understanding of
this term is blurred. It supports the thesis that the lie subject-
matter is multidimensional and complex on the ground of the
psychological and philosophical reference.

1.2.  Moral development of a child of primary
school age

When writing about the lie of children of the primary
school education age, this issue shall be considered in the
context of moral development of a child. The period in
humans’ life between 7 and 11 — 12 years of age is called the
primary school age; it is also described as the late childhood.
This age is during the 1%stage of school education in the Polish
education system. The school environment, specific learning
measure and established rules which prevail in the school,
require compliance with obligatory regulations in a class, peer
group and in contacts with other people.
