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cultural, professional and personal communication, develop imagination, fantasy and
thinking, stimulate interest, support high motivation to study foreign languages, do
not contribute to the cultural heritage and spiritual values not only of his people, but
also of other peoples of the whole world [2, p. 25].

The features of problem-based learning are: students themselves create a plan
for solving the problem and obtaining knowledge and compose an algorithm for
studying the problem; he problem is a driving force, a kind of starting point on the
way to acquiring knowledge; the teacher's role is only to direct and correct the
student's actions in the process of solving a problem situation; students are active
participants in joint study, reflective thinking, learn in the process of solving a
problem. A problematic situation causes cognitive difficulties to overcome students
must acquire new knowledge or make intellectual efforts. A problematic situation
stimulates language activity, increases its volume and variety of forms of expression,
as well as contributes to the strength of formed language skills and abilities.

So, we have come to conclusion, that today, problem-based learning is not only
a method of teaching, but also a concept that involves the formation of a
comprehensively developed personality. Modern scientists are increasingly turning to
the topic of problem applications tasks, because they are one of the brightest means
of cognitive activation activity of students in classes and which is increasingly
undergoing large-scale distribution in pedagogy.
