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PARTICIPATORY DEMOCRACY AS A COMPONENT
OF THE MODERNIZATION OF REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT

A well-developed civil society is one of the defining elements of any democratic state,
which plays a significant role in the implementation of vital social changes and the
formation of effective local self-government. Its role is also important in the
development and accomplishment of effective public policy in various areas of social
development, resolving political, social, economic and humanitarian problems. At the
present stage of implementation of the Association Agreement between Ukraine, on the
one hand and the European Union, the European Atomic Energy Community and their
Member States, on the other hand, new challenges were developed in the relations
between the state and civil society due to the necessity to introduce European rules and
approaches to interaction based on the confirmed principles [1]. According to the
experience of democratic states, supplying the development of civil society makes it
possible to attract additional human, organizational, financial and technical resources to
provide social and other socially important services, facilitates the process of
decentralization of public administration and improve its efficiency [2].

Social transformations of the present day determine imperatives of the formation of
public policy and modernization of the system of public authorities, the basic elements
of which are institutes of public administration and local self-government. Their
development is defined as one of the priorities of the state policy and decentralization is
a key national project of development of Ukraine, as it affects all areas of human life like
education, health, social protection, the provision of administrative services, territory
development planning, environment, culture and sport.

Reforms as well as the processes of modernization are belonged to the following
forms of social transformations which have the multiplicative nature or direct or
feedback and they will not be able to acquire the systematic character and resolve the
defined tasks without proper institutional and resource support. The vital necessity to
supply systematic of transformational processes at the present stage of social and
economic development necessitates further improvement of institutional, legal and
resource support of local self-government. This is a clear, effective system of
interaction of social and state institutions where focused constructive potential, which
can form effective decentralized self-governing institutions and become the basis of
formation of civil society and legal state in Ukraine. In such a manner, increasing the
relevance of the creation and implementation of the effective system of appropriate
mechanisms for reforming local self-government such as institutional, economic,
political, legal, organizational and personnel. The main areas of their improvement
should be:

— the implementation of tasks of reform decentralization;
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
