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LIBRARY AS A SOCIAL INSTITUTION

The article describes the functions of the library as a social institution. The necessity of
formation of library pedagogy as a scientific and practical discipline is substantiated.

Key words: libraries, functions, social institutes, pedagogical, scientific, informatization,
librarianship.

Depending on the historical period and the geographical location, library functions and libraries
themselves were different. If the ancient libraries in Alexandria and Pergamos performed the
communicative, cognitive, systematic, cultural and educational functions (much attention was paid
to organizing the work of the library, the works were systematized on the subject for the
convenience of their search and use). The Medieval Library of St. Sophia Cathedral in Kyiv served
as the "treasury" for books, that is, it performed a purely cumulative function (books were
considered primarily as a jewel). In modern times, science is rapidly beginning to develop, and the
scientific function of libraries becomes more natural. Only a few centuries ago library services for
the general population were added to the function of libraries [1].

Comprehensive informatization of society not only opened up to modern libraries great
opportunities, but also set them before a series of challenges. The depreciation of the printed
document, the priority of the media, new information technologies, open access to digital resources
leads to a loss of reading skills in society, a decline in the prestige of the library, books, a decrease
of interest in visiting cultural institutions in general, not only in Ukraine, but also in all the world
[2].

Informatization has changed the model of society, which was previously associated with the
fact that reading prestigiously, and not reading - is ashamed. Now reading books is not so
prestigious, television, TV, computer prevails. All this requires a rethinking of the place and role of
libraries, the restructuring of their functions. Without a doubt, libraries should become a new type
of institution in which a somewnhat new outlook is realized [2].

The term "function™ is quite ambiguous. Reference and encyclopaedic editions indicate three of
its meanings:

1) activity, duty, work; external manifestation of the properties of any objects in this system of
relations (for example, the function of the senses, the function of money);

2) the role played by a particular social institution or process in relation to the whole (for
example, functions of the state, families in society);
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3) the correspondence between the variables, by virtue of which each value of one value x
(independent variable, argument) corresponds to a certain value of another value in (dependent
variable, function).

The special role of the concept of "function™ plays within the framework of the system
approach, where it acts in close connection with the notion of structure. In librarianship, an example
of such an understanding of functions can be structurally functional analysis of the library as a
system, conducted by Yu. N. Stoliarovyi. In modern librarianship, the function is differently
defined. Considering the adaptation of the library to the existing social conditions, it is necessary to
allocate the following functions: general, essential, system-forming, external, specific, historical,
additional, auxiliary, private, technological, etc. As the analysis shows, the researchers focus on the
study of external functions of libraries. That is why in the library science the notion of "function" is
used more often in the sociological sense, that is, as a role performed by a particular social
institution in relation to a higher-level system.

Specialists in the field of library and bibliographic activity did not always agree with the
generally accepted definition of the concept of "social function” and offered their variants.
According to A.V. Sokolov definition of this definition does not clearly reveal the social purpose
and purpose that is inherent in any social institution. He came to the conclusion that "the social
function is the specification of the social purpose of the social system, which serves for the
purposeful organization of practical activities within the framework of this system." Skvortsov V.V.
understands the social function of the library as a "general list of library responsibilities to society
that are dictated to them, they need it, directly or indirectly affect it and correspond to the essence of
the library as a social institution.” Consequently, the social functions of the library can be defined as
a social role, which it performs as a social institution in relation to society.

To the essential should be attributed functions that determine the essence of the library as a
special social institution, indicate that for which it is created and exists, distinguishing it from other
institutions or combining with related ones.

The main functions of libraries are divided into two categories: scientific, social. Among the
social functions of the main are: a) cultural and educational (the expression of the general properties
of science as an active factor in the development of all human culture, scientific worldview, social
consciousness, and b) the function of productive power (introduces and introduces into practice
new, promising ideas that contribute to quality improvement work of libraries); c¢) the function of
social power (changes in society, informatization are progressive nature).

The library's social functions are one of the most fundamental problems of library theory and
practice. The social function includes the following concepts: "public role of the library"”, "social
role of the library", "social library mission", etc.

The social function of the library is a role that a library performs in relation to the needs of a
higher level organization. The essence of the problem is to make it clear: what the library does for a
society, which tasks the library helps solve society, which society puts on its responsibilities.
Consequently, the social functions of the library are a generalized list of the library's responsibilities
to society, which are dictated to them, necessary to it, directly or indirectly affect it and correspond
to the essence of the library as a social institution.

Modern library is included in all spheres of human activity: cognitive, transformative,
communicative, artistic, value-orientation, etc. In her activity, she interacts with one another or with
almost all the well-known institutions and organizations created by humanity. The problem of the
social role of the library in this regard is a rather complex system of interconnections, the analysis
of which is rather complicated. The task of the library in accordance with the new concept of
development - to become an open space for science and education, communication and leisure, so
that the user feels himself a participant in the creative process, mastering communicative, game,
creative, developing technologies of library activity. With the expansion of the field of library
activity in the network environment, the importance of virtual communication between the remote
user and the librarian is increasing.
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Documentary function - the first of the essential functions of libraries, which received the
institutional design. Its purpose is to form the documentary memory of humanity on various
material carriers, from manuscripts to computer-readable databases. By implementing this function,
libraries form a branched-out, and accessible to each person, a system of funds.

Information function is the second most important function. It has always been inherent in the
activities of libraries, but its introduction began in the twentieth century, when the volume of
documents increased, there was a need for its processing, presented to its reader.

Essential functions are specified in a large number of derivative functions, due to specific
socio-political and economic conditions, current tasks that society puts before libraries. The list of
derivatives of social functions of libraries is not definitely defined. Most often among them, experts
call the functions: to help education, self-education, upbringing, the development of science and
production, educational, hedonistic, ideological, cultural and educational, compensatory, medical,
scientific and production, educational, pedagogical, cognitive, educational, recreational,
educational.

Studying the interaction of library science with pedagogy, VI Teroshin repeatedly expressed
the need for the formation of library pedagogy as a scientific and practical discipline. In his opinion,
the library is a pedagogical system, and therefore the pedagogical function is one of the
fundamental for libraries. "The library, leading readers to the world of information (and information
always acts as knowledge), to the heights of culture, to the socialization of the individual, etc.,
performs a pedagogical function, covering almost all of its activities™ [3].

Thus, at the present stage, the most important functions of libraries are as following:
informational, cultural, educative, educational, etc. Functions develop along with the development
of society, in particular, education, science, culture.
