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STUDENT MOBILITY WITH STUDY PURPOSES FROM TRANSCARPATHIA
TOWARDS HUNGARY AND SLOVAKIA

Student mobility is one of the most important components of the internationalization
of higher education in the world today. It means in-country and cross-border migration.
Learning mobility has been providing opportunities for ambitious, outstanding students
for centuries. Therefore, they can gain the necessary knowledge and degree in a country
with a more developed educational system [1].

The European Union has already formed an effective system of academic exchange
of students and researchers. Other countries in Europe, which still do not have a
membership in EU, seek for integration into the European system of student mobility.
Among these countries, Ukraine is also looking for its niche and, in particular, by using
possibilities of the Bologna process.

Over the past few years, the Ukrainian government has to pay much more attention
to student mobility of students, considering it as one of the instruments of European
integration of Ukraine. Higher educational institutions try to step up their activities in the
field of academic exchanges, making the necessary organizational and information
conditions.

Transcarpathia, the western administrative unit of Ukraine, plays a special role in the
relations between Ukraine and the EU. It has an international border with four EU-
member states: Romania, Hungary, Slovakia and Poland. The majority of the
Transcarpathian population is Ukrainian (80.5 %), but we can also find people of several
other nationalities: Hungarians, Romanians, Rusyns, Slovakians and some others. The
Hungarian community, about 12 % of the population, living near the border between
Hungary and Ukraine. The cultural centre of Hungarians in Transcarpathia is Berehove (in
Hungarian: Beregszasz), where we can find the Transcarpathian Hungarian College of
Higher Education. A considerable number of Slovaks live near Uzhhorod, which is the
administrative centre of Transcarpathia [2, 3].

Due to the geographical position, the economic situation of the Transcarpathian
region and the fact that it belonged to several country’s territories the travel need and
necessity was always high [4]. Learning mobility towards Hungary and Slovakia has
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
