realization of his desire for professional development, using means of professional
self-education of a teacher. The researchers have proved the necessity of the
formation of valuable orientations, professional and pedagogical values, in particular,
for the future elementary school teachers, that make up the value-consciousness
sphere of the future teacher's personality [5].

The use of game methods in the formation of the pedagogical mastery of future
elementary school teachers has been based on the fact that the important feature of
games in the learning process is their ability to motivate students to learn, to promote
their socialization and professional development, that is accompanied by the process
of "knowledge appropriation”. Hence, the educational influence of the game
environment has allowed the students to "self-define the standards by which they
measure the degree of satisfaction with their own behavior".

The methods of creation of axio-acmeologic motivational environment, game
techniques have been used to motivate the student's interest in the process of
pedagogical mastery formation. Each lesson (lecture or practical) has begun with the
use of such exercises to create motivational environment and to identify the main
motives for learning the basics of pedagogical mastery. It has been taken into account
that an important role in motivating certain actions has been played by feelings,
interests and inclinations, and, most importantly, - by world outlook, beliefs and

convictions, ideals and values that a person submits to his behavior.
