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SOURCES VALUATION OF MEMOIRS AS A HISTORICAL
AND PEDAGOGICAL SOURCE

The article discusses the differences between memoirs and autobiographies, the importance of memoirs for a better
understanding of the teacher’s personality. Emphasis is placed on the study of the life of pedagogical staff. The
complex methods and procedures for studying various forms of memoirs is emphasized on.

Key words: memoirship, sources, autobiography, research, scientific value.

Formulation of the problem. Demonstrate the value of
memoirs for teaching pedagogical personalities.

The purpose of the article is to compare memoirs and
autobiographies and to determine the value of memoirs as a
historical and pedagogical source.

Presenting main material. First of all, drawing on the
Academic Interpretative Dictionary (1970-1980) Dictionary
of the Ukrainian Language, we want to point out that
«autobiography is a description of one’s life», and «memoirs
are a literary work in the form of notes written by the first
person — a participant or a witness of the events reflected in
it. [1, p.11, 167]. The autobiography should be concise and can
be handwritten in chronological order. The main feature that
characterizes it is the first-person form of presentation [5].

Memoairs are characterized by the fact that they carry a
memoir, a narrative form of presentation of material about
real and historical, social and cultural events. The author of
the memoir was a participant or a witness of what is said in
the work [7, p.303].

As a rule, we know that memoirs are written in adulthood
based on personal experience. Clear adherence to historical
truth, factuality, chronicle and refusal to «play» the plot,
inappropriate artistic techniques [5].

Accordingly, it seems at first glance that sources of
personal origin are identified with memoirs. This opinion
makes some sense, but we believe that official sources are
separated from memoirs and form a separate corpus of
sources.

This is due to the fact that the memoirs is based on the
subjective position of the author, his personal outlook and
personal attitude to events and phenomena. We know that as
a result of studying information from memoir literature, we
can only discover what is often missing from other sources.
This situation does not allow the researcher to better and
deeper study the issues from different perspectives of life of
teaching staff.

According to the data, the scientific and theoretical
foundations of memoirs were elaborated by such scientists
as O. Halych, M. Fedun, S. Makarchuk S. Pavlenko, O. Yas,
S. Kodan, M. Honcharenko, N. Liubovets, N. Dichek,
T. Zavhorodnia, D. Raskin, O. Sukhomlynska etc.

Despite scientific assets have considerable discussion
points, they can be optimally adapted to the needs of
pedagogical biography.

Memoirs should be viewed synergistically as: a) cultural
and historical phenomenon; b) special historical discipline;

c) documentary and literary genre: autobiographies, diaries
(notebooks, notes), memoirs or memoirs in itself, corres-
pondence (often considered separately), portraits, obituaries,
crypto-memoirs (life, chronicles, other obsolete forms),
etc. [2, p.25-26,41-49; 6, p.32-37; 4, p.36-37,447; 8].

We adhere to this approach, although these varieties are
often regarded as separate sources of personal origin. We
consider it not entirely appropriate to refer to them portraits
and obituaries, because they are formed not by their carriers,
but by other persons.

Autobiographical memory captures phenomena that are a
collection of documentary works, authored or witnessed by
events described by personal and official sources.

Memoirs can be studied by following the author’s outlook
on specific events of life, on the historical past of a nation,
epoch or persona, biographical memoir, in which the dominant
person is a certain person [3, p.117-128; 4, p.36-37].

In the second half of the nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries there was an institutionalization of memoirs as a
historical and literary genre and a scientific field. It has been
accepted that it is presented as an array of literature that reflects
the self-reflection plots of particular social environments.

In the Soviet era, there were two approaches to its
understanding: a) utilitarian-pragmatic — as a source of
information; b) comprehensive, aimed at studying «one’s own
history of memories» as monuments of public opinion in the
context of socio-psycho-cultural environment [8, p.608].

It should be noted that the term «memoirs» has become
used in the Eastern Slavic language tradition.

In the conceptual and categorical apparatus of historical
and pedagogical science such terms as «literature of
memories», «biographical biography», «ego-document», «life
story» and others are often used.

Autobiography, memories, diaries, epistolary, which are
also varieties of personal documents, become the source of
pedagogical biography.

Based on scientific experience [2, p.147-149; 3, p.117-
120, etc.] consider an autobiography as a consistent written
author’s description of one’s life, describing the basic
moments of a person’s life. Researchers are exploring any
form of material that allows them to better understand the
individual. These can be spontaneous, written by a person
regardless of the purpose of the outsider, the researcher;
prepared to order (not always correct); in the form of a
comprehensive biography; those that cover separate periods
of life; official written according to the canons of business
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language; creative ones that are already submitted with the
author’s self-esteem.

Autobiographies are also found in which in one case the
data on externally objectified events and circumstances
predominate, in the other the focus is on estimates,
reflections on life and so on.

In the “clear” form of autobiographies, there is
practically no such thing: they combine different features
and characteristics. Understanding the biographers of this
diversity is important for their analysis as a source of
personal origin. Varieties determine the informativeness and
significance of autobiographies as a historical and
pedagogical source concerning the origin of the pedagogical
staff, her childhood and adolescence, family, social,
professional environment, career and creative growth, social
activity, in the end, domestic conditions, ets.

An autobiography can be considered as an independent
work, where the author explores his own development.
However, despite such factualism, it belongs to the type of
phenomenological text. This is defined by its characteristics
as a source of personal origin and approaches to
interpretation.

The scientific and theoretical foundations of the study of
autobiography began to form in the mid-nineteenth century.
in the writings of V. Diltei, L.Ranke, and other
representatives of Western historiography. However, to her
first examples as the source of pedagogical biography
include the works of an earlier period, in particular the
mentioned «Teachings» of Prince Monomakh, the life
of I. Turchanskyi.

A separate sampling of creative autobiographies of
pedagogical personalities makes it possible to state that their
main massif, as the original sources of pedagogical
biography, was formed in the second half of the 19 th — 30 th
of the 20 th centuries.

Autobiographies are divided into those stored in archival
funds, and not always in the personal fund of the author.
They can be found in periodicals and editions of copyrighted
works or collections of documents about the life and work of
figures. It is also possible that the autobiography is printed in
a separate book format or printed in separate editions.

In the context of our research, I. Franko’s autobiog-
raphies are of interest from two perspectives. We are
interested in the fact that they point to the possibility of an
«autobiographical component» in various works, which
gives the basis for exploring different aspects of the
creativity of the person in different time frames of her life.
Another object of the study is the fact that when exploring
the personal life of the staff, it is impractical to focus only on
the purely «ego» (his) of the person: it is necessary to study
the external environment, the range of interests, connections
with social groups, etc.

The validity of this experience is proven by the tradition
of introducing special columns in periodicals.

The creative memorial autobiography of M. Drahomanov
allowed us to consider it as one of the main sources for the
study of teaching staff. The scientist detailed the factors of
his own formation as a person. It was in the memoirs that it
was emphasized that the love of reading was hereditary, with
great pleasure learning foreign languages, and as a student of

the university became one of the organizers of «Sunday
Schools». M. Drahomanov tells in detail about the numerous
pedagogical matters that intersected with the gymnasium, the
university, and the government’s educational policy in the
Russian Empire.

In general, it is precisely the works of M. Drahomanov’s
autobiographical direction that become an example of
literature in the development of the intellectual process of
the early twentieth century; a kind of model of self-
reflection, which involved the personal submission by the
author of his ancestry and the disclosure of the learning
process, participation in youth associations.

Conclusion. These examples reflect the tendency of
intertwining autobiography with memoirs. Therefore, in
modern editions of memoirs, fragments that are presented as
«autobiographical» are often distinguished.
