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EXPORT ORIENTATION OF UKRAINE'S SERVICES SECTOR

A key structural trend in the development of the global economy over the last
decades is the advancing development of the service sector, which is a core feature of the
post-industrial economy. Post-industrialization is the leader in economically developed
countries, whose share of the services sector has reached almost 75% of the value added
generated in the economy, while in the least developed countries it is up to 50%. For
Ukraine, the shifts that have taken place in the GDP structure since the declaration of
independence are also significant, as the share of the service sector in 1990 was 30%
compared to 59.2% in 2018 [3]. However, despite its almost double increase, this level is
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
