FORMATION OF ENGLISH COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE OF SENIOR SCHOOL
LEARNERS WITH THE USE OF EDUCATIONAL PROJECTS

Today, the project method is considered one of the most promising methods of
teaching English in high school, as it creates conditions for creative self-realization of
students, increases their motivation to learn, promotes intellectual skills, engages each
student in active cognitive process, develops research skills activities, and thus
improves the process of forming English-language communicative competence [2, p.
79].

If we talk about the project method as a pedagogical technology, then this
technology involves a set of research, search, problem-solving methods, creative in
nature.

Domestic and foreign researchers have shown the great potential and benefits of
the project method in achieving a qualitatively new level of education and upbringing
of pupils and students (EM Bakhtiyarova, TE Batsayeva, VK Borisov, TV
Voroshilova, VV Guzeev, 2 NM Koval, AV Kurova, OM Moiseeva, VA Poverty, AP
Oliynyk, NY Pakhomova, SS Petrovsky, Yu.A. Romanenko, TE Sakharov, 1Y
Solovyov, TY Tambovkin, S. Haines, D. Fried-Booth, M. Wicks, etc.), including when
learning a foreign language (EG Arvanitopulo, EM Borisova, MY Bukharkina, AA
Vasylenko, LP Golovanchuk, SE Gridyushko, NM Dushkova, VV Kopylova, AP
Kuznetsova, D .S. Matsko, L.I. Palaeva, VV.O. Nakonvoz, E.S. Polat, V.V. Safonova,
I.A. Phillips, D. Reinhard, R. Ribe, J. Taylor, N. Vidal, K. Wilson, etc.).

It should be noted that the main purpose of learning foreign languages is to form
communicative competence, which involves not only practical mastery of this
language, but also the ability to work with information: printed, audio on various
media, 5 ie mastery of critical and creative thinking. Accordingly, we are talking about
a certain organization of learning content and cognitive activity of students, which
would facilitate the acquisition of knowledge, intensify the process of learning, teach
techniques for independent work with educational material and information, promote
the formation of informational and communicative competencies. To achieve the goals
of the modern education system, world pedagogy has focused on a person-centered
approach. Along with such methods as collaborative learning, discussions, role-playing
games, Student Portfolio, the project method most fully reflects the basic principles of
a person-centered approach based on the principles of humanistic orientation in
pedagogy and psychology. At its core, the project method involves the need to
differentiate learning, focus on the student's personality, needs and opportunities, based
on the principles of cooperation and inclusion of students in active activities. Using the
project method in teaching EL allows students to use this language as a means of
cognition, a way of expressing their own thoughts, as well as the perception and
understanding of other people's thoughts. This is the most effective way to divert
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students' attention from the form of expression to the content and get involved in
learning about the environment through EL, thus expanding the scope of socio-cultural
competence [3, p. 211].

Today, the project method is a way of organizing students' independent
activities, which integrates a problem-based approach, group methods, reflective,
research, search and other techniques. The project method develops creativity, the
ability to navigate in the information space and independently construct their
knowledge. The skills acquired by the student in the design process form the key
competencies of the student: labor, communication and social. During the project a lot
of attention is paid to the research and creative independent activity of the student, the
structure of the content of the work. The use of project methods is the most effective
in specialized education, as the essence of this method corresponds to the basic
psychological and pedagogical characteristics of high school students, his motives and
needs and allows to fully reveal his personality. This is primarily due to: 1) the
problematic nature of project activities, its interactivity: the project methodology is
based on practically and theoretically significant problem related to real life, the
solution of which requires participants to know not only one subject, but and others;
2) autonomous nature of project activities: the project methodology involves the
elimination of direct dependence of the student on the teacher through self-organization
and the possibility of self-initiative in the process of active-cognitive mental activity.

When learning a foreign language, project work is necessary for the student to
realize that this language is not only a goal but also a means for further education. The
project is a means of teaching and control in conducting elective courses in a foreign
language, which provides an opportunity to: 1) involve students in research work; 2)
individualize the learning process; 3) vary the degree of autonomy of students
according to their needs; 4) to organize flexible control over the activities of students
and stimulate the development of reflection; 5) improve communicative competence;
6) use modern technologies; 7) integrate knowledge from different fields; 8) to develop
the acquired skills and abilities [1].

The project method involves the use of various methods and tools for teaching a
particular subject and the need to integrate knowledge and skills from different fields.
The result of the project work is a specific product: if the student was faced with a
theoretical problem, its solution should be designed as an information product, if purely
practical - a specific product ready for use. It is established that the project method
allows to create the conditions of activity with the least resource costs, as close as
possible to the real ones.

The project method allows to create a research creative atmosphere in foreign
language lessons, where each student should be involved in an active creative cognitive
process based on the method of cooperation. This technology is most aimed at
developing the personality of students, their independence and creativity. It
(technology) allows you to combine all modes of operation: individual, pair, group,
collective. The method of projects promotes the activation of all areas of the student's
personality: intellectual, emotional, practical activities, and also allows to increase the
productivity of learning, its practical orientation. Project activities can be implemented
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both in relation to general cultural issues and in terms of profile. At the same time, a
significant place is occupied by students' search for additional information, including
focused on the chosen profile: these can be popular science texts from foreign sources
(newspapers, magazines, encyclopedic dictionaries, reference books, etc.).
Summarizing all mentioned above, we note that the project methodology is
characterized by high communication skills, active involvement of students in

educational activities, taking personal responsibility for academic success.
