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TEMPUS INSTITUTION BUILDING (TIB) PROJECTS AND TEMPUS BIH

The aim of the EC’s TEMPUS institution building projects in the late 1990s and early 2000s was
to incorporate universities in the so-called CE-10 countries (Bulgaria, the Czech Republic, Estonia,
Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, the Slovak Republic and Slovenia) along with
partner universities in member states into the process of accession into the European Union.
Specifically, TEMPUS projects were (as they still are in relation to countries on the EU’s southern
borders) designed to make a contribution, through the work of universities, to three characteristics
required of candidate countries to join the EU: (i) that they possess stable institutions guaranteeing
democracy, the rule of law, human rights and respect for and protection of minorities (ii) that there
is a functioning market economy in the country and (iii) that the country is fit and able to take on all
the obligations of membership of the EU.

TIB projects followed long established ideas and practices of the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP). These included the commitment for projects to work across public, private,
and voluntary sectors, ensuring the well being of each, ensuring participation in development by
universities, and the meeting fundamental need for TIB projects to have a degree of independence
and autonomy from the program overseers in the EC.

The project discussed here resolved to proceed accordingly by setting up a Master’s course in
TTP as described in the Introduction above. The MA recruited 20 post-graduate students and
consisted on 9 individual course units each lasting 10 days. Teaching took place, more or less in
rotation, at the campuses of the five project member universities. The project as a whole was
founded on the principle of decentralized co-operation, its primary engagement not being with the
state but representative institutions under the level of the state. The project was designed to
encourage institutions, at various levels of civil society and national and international
administration, to work effectively and cooperatively in the field of travel, tourism, pilgrimage and
the cultural industries in BiH.

Icons of the Project

The project’s first public engagement was made at the time of the first of our nine course units,
which was held in London. Our event took place in Westminster Hall, opposite the British Houses
of Parliament, with Paddy (now Lord) Ashdown (later to become High Representative in BiH) and
Mladan Ivanic (then Prime Minister of Republika Srpska, later BiH Foreign Minister) present. This
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
