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CROSS-BORDER COOPERATION AS A PERSPECTIVE FORM OF REGIONAL
COLLABORATION

Cross-border and regional cooperation takes one of the key places in the
processes of ensuring Ukraine's European integration. Euroregion is one of the
organizational forms of cross-border cooperation which helps to strengthen cross-
border links between border regions in the social, cultural, ecological and economic
areas.

Cross-border cooperation is an effective tool of the state regional policy aimed
at eliminating regional disproportions, facilitating the development of border areas
and ensuring the implementation of the European integration processes.

Cross-border cooperation is carried out within the competence of territorial
communities or authorities specified by domestic law and is based on implementation
of the main principles of European regional policy: subsidiarity, decentralization,
partnership, programming and concentration.

Cross-border cooperation promotes the involvement of financial resources
from EU structural funds, which are mainly directed to realize common projects of
border regions which is a common coping mechanism for increasing the
competitiveness of regions. However, this funding is targeted and envisages the
involvement of its own resources in the amount from 10%. Therefore financial
support for cross-border cooperation should be considered as a mechanism when a
relatively small share of its own funds provides an opportunity to attract external
financial resources and obtain significant social and economic impacts in the border
region.
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The development of cross-border cooperation affects primarily at enhancing
foreign economic activity (FEA) (in the 3 of 7 cross-border regions). In the
Ukrainian-Romanian and Moldovan-Ukrainian cross-border region (CBR) this
cooperation ensures the development of culture, in the Ukrainian-Russian and
Ukrainian-Belarusian CBR - the development of border infrastructure. In the
Ukrainian-Polish CBR there is an increasing of investment, development in science,
education, culture, border infrastructure, strengthening of environmental safety, in
Ukrainian-Slovakian and Ukrainian-Hungarian CBR - investments, ecological safety,
formation of a unified labor market, development in scientific, educational and
cultural spheres. On the second place among the areas of influence of CBC in the
Ukrainian-Polish cross-border region there are healthcare, financial self-sufficiency
of local communities, access to the markets of neighboring countries, in the
Ukrainian-Slovakian and Ukrainian-Hungarian CBR - the border infrastructure and
financial self-sufficiency of communities, in the Ukrainian-Romanian - ecological
safety, investments, foreign trade, in the Ukrainian-Moldovan - ecological safety,
investments, foreign trade and border infrastructure, in the Ukrainian-Russian CBR -
foreign trade and culture, in the Ukrainian-Belarusian - foreign trade, healthcare,
science, education and culture [1, p. 36].

Thus, cross-border cooperation currently is actively developing. The most
effective forms of cross-border cooperation in their impact on regional development
are cross-border projects and an international agreement on cross-border cooperation.
At the same time the formation and establishment of functioning of new forms of
cross-border cooperation will boost investment inflows into the economy of border
areas and will promote the effective use of their potential.

The issue of cross-border cooperation must be included in the regional
programs of development of transborder cooperation and social and economic
development of border regions. The strategic directions of improvement Ukraine's
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regional policy should include the empowerment of regional authorities to control not
only the foreign trade but also other forms of cross-border cooperation.

In addition, the experience of creation and activity of Euroregions in Western
Europe demonstrates that in order to achieve work efficiency of similar structures are
needed long years of harmonization of interests of their participants, creation proper
mechanisms of cross-border cooperation and finding the channels of influence on

national government in order to create favorable legal field.
