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CHAPTER 3.
INVESTMENT PROCESSES IN UKRAINE IN CURRENT CONDITIONS

Introduction.

Modern economic development is determined by the intensity of investment
processes in it, their orientation and the ability to regulate it to solve priority tasks.
Market conditions of the economy require the state to independently determine the
directions of investment activity.

State development is functionally dependent on the level of utilization of its
investment potential. Foreign investors view Ukraine as a rather unstable and
unattractive investment region. Therefore, particular importance is given to the study
of the nature of foreign investment, especially direct investment, the patterns of its
implementation and incentive instruments.

Today, the topic of investment is extremely relevant not only for Ukraine, but
for every country in the world. It is clear that an investor who wants to invest in a
particular country's economy is not only interested in promising resources or a
profitable market, but also an organizational component of the process (how difficult
it will be to place their investments, manage them).

Understanding this, countries that are interested in investing generate
appropriate policies and conditions that are conducive to investing in their territories.
Today, investment is one of the most important factors contributing to the country's
economic development, especially in times of economic instability. Investment is
one of the most important factors for the economic growth of the state, it is a source
for the acquisition of fixed assets, the formation of circulating funds.

Therefore, the study of the theoretical basis of the essence of investment is of
paramount importance.

3.1. National features of foreign investments in Ukraine

The formulation of goals is to determine the flow of foreign investment and the
formation of a favorable foreign climate as one of the strategic challenges facing the
Ukrainian state, which depends on the realization of the possibility of stabilizing the
national economy and its development.

The increasing globalization of the world economy creates a qualitatively new
environment for the economic growth of countries and determines the importance of
the study of free movement of foreign investment. Foreign investments play an
important role in the development of any country, since they involve attracting not
only the required amount of capital but also the transfer of modern technologies.

In modern conditions, foreign investments are the most important means of
securing the conditions of exit from the economic crisis, structural changes in the
national economy, growth of technological progress, improvement of quality
indicators of economic activity.

The analysis of the world experience confirms that foreign investments help to
solve the problem of lack of own money as a source of financing. With their
effective use, the country can not only compensate for the lack of domestic
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investment resources, but also improve the efficiency of production and
competitiveness of domestic products by introducing the latest technologies and
analysis of progressive management experience in other countries of the world. In
addition, it is the attraction of foreign investment that brings the country into the
world markets, establishes links with the global economy and helps to overcome the
Crisis.

Increasing the volume of attracting foreign investments over many years is a
priority direction for the development of the Ukrainian economy. However, in recent
years, the economy of our country has not been rid of deep structural deformations
and is far behind the developed countries of the world in the aggregate productivity
of all factors of production and, accordingly, the level of welfare of the population.
Most Ukrainian enterprises have remained technologically backward.

This is due to instability of investment policy, gaps in investment legislation,
lack of proper institutional support for the development of the investment market.
When making decisions, foreign investors always pay considerable attention to the
assessment of the country's investment climate. Foreign investment is one of the
ways to solve the problem of lack of financial resources of domestic investors to meet
the requirements of the national economy and its innovative development. Foreign
investments are values that foreign investors invest in investment activities for profit
or social effect [1].

Foreign capital is especially needed in those sectors of the economy, the
activation of which will help bring it out of crisis: the production of food, consumer
goods and services, medicines and other vital products, the entire agricultural
industry of Ukraine, fuel and energy industries, military production. Priority areas
include the creation of modern infrastructure in Ukraine, including transportation,
technically equipped warehousing, telecommunications, business infrastructure and
consumer services.

Investments shape production potential on a new scientific and technical basis
and lead to competitive positions in the world markets, are the basis for the
development of enterprises, particular industries and the economy as a whole.

According to the estimates of domestic and foreign experts, the investment
climate in Ukraine remains unfavorable, at the same time the activity of the
investment entities is rather low, due to the following reasons:

- unfavorable investment conditions, including imperfect legislation on the
protection of property rights, administration of taxes, obtaining land ownership,
requirements for the implementation and control of business activity;

- underdevelopment of the investment market and investment infrastructure;

- lack of legal basis and effective mechanisms of public-private partnership in
investing.

Investment processes are characterized by contradictory trends and challenges,
including: the disparity of allocation of investment resources, low efficiency of use of
investments, inefficient implementation of targeted programmes, minor economic
and social (lack of provision of effective employment) result from investments for the
economy. The revival of the investment activity requires first of all appropriate
regulatory support aimed at the creation of investment frameworks developed [3, c.

89]. In recent years in the legislative sphere undertaken a number of significant steps
that offer hope of effective changes in terms of inflow of investments and efficient
use of investment resources.

An important direction of improving investment activity is the implementation
of programs of development of investment activity, which will allow to attract
investments to implement investment projects selected on a competitive basis and
ensure the development of basic sectors of the economy, increasing exports and
substitution of goods of critical import, introduction of high technologies,
development of market infrastructure. Ukraine could potentially be one of the leading
countries in attracting foreign investment because this contributes to its huge
domestic market.

However, this is prevented by political instability, imperfect legislation,
underdeveloped industrial and social infrastructure, insufficient provision of
information, through which Ukraine took a group of countries with the highest
investment risk.

According to Goskomstat, the volume of attracted foreign direct investment
(equity) in the economy of Ukraine in 2018 amounted to $ 48548.2 million. The top
ten investor countries, which account for more than 83% of total direct investment,
include: Cyprus - $ 12,274.1 million. or 28.6% of total investment. Germany - $
5489.0 million (12.8%), Netherlands-5108, $ 0 million (11.9%). Austria -2354,3
mln. (5.5%) and others. It should be noted that unsatisfactory diversification of
sources of attracting foreign direct investment in Ukraine by investor countries may
be a risk of dependence of the Ukrainian economy on the policy of several countries -
major investors. The leading sectors of economic activity in terms of capital
investment attraction in 2018 remain: industry - 55.4 billion UAH, construction - 24.7
billion UAH, information and telecommunications - 17.6 billion UAH, rural, forestry
and fishery economy - UAH 17.2 billion. wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor
vehicles and motorcycles - 12.7 billion UAH, transport, warehousing, postal and
courier activities - 10.7 billion UAH, from real estate transactions - 5.9 billion UAH.

In the 2019 International Business Compass Investment Attractiveness Rating
published by BDO, Ukraine climbed 20 positions in the year. Our country ranks 89th
and is in the list of the countries that showed the best growth for the year, along with
Belarus and Latvia. These indices are formed by BDO jointly with the Hamburg
Institute for the World Economy, and characterize the economic and financial
attractiveness of different countries on the basis of three main indicators: economic,
political and socio-cultural conditions.

The World Bank's ease of doing business rankings in 2019 Ukraine took 83rd
place and improved its position by 4 points compared to last year. In the Doing
Business 2019 report. it is noted that simplifying business registration is a key
reform that has contributed to raising Ukraine's rating. Thus, in the sphere of
business registration, Ukraine took the 30th place and improved its positions by 40
points compared to the previous year. In Ukraine, the time for registration of an
enterprise 1s reduced by the taxpayer and the fee for state registration of business is
abolished.

It is obvious that the benefits of foreign investment remain valid for Ukraine.
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First, they create additional opportunities for the restructuring and
modernization of the production machine without new debt and can foster the
development of private enterprise. Second, they mean additional investment in the
country and can thus contribute to economic growth. Third, with the help of foreign
investments modern technologies, management and marketing know-how are
transferred, new jobs are created and jobs are saved. Fourth, foreign investors are
interested in maximum production and profitability, which gives incentives for
development of the domestic industry. Fifth, they promote entry and international
division of labor and increase the competitiveness of products produced. And, last
but not least, they create ideal conditions for understanding the internal links and
patterns of a market economy. By providing experience in a modern enterprise,
acting on the principle of a market economy, they contribute to the development of
work ethic and are interested in the quality of products.

3.2. Prospects of attracting foreign investment in the economy of the

country

Ukraine is an attractive investment country because it has a large number of
underused physical and human resources, large reserves of unused savings (billions
of dollars), a capacious domestic consumption market (about 50 million people - one
of the largest in Europe), and an unobstructed exit to even larger markets of Russia
and the former Soviet Union republics. In addition, because of its strategic
importance, Ukraine was ranked third (after Israel and Egypt) in terms of assistance
received from the United States.

Ukraine also receives large funds from international organizations such as the
World Bank, the IMF and the EBRD. Much of this funding comes in the form of
technical assistance for the development of a market economy and the system of legal
institutions that underpin a developed market economy.

But Ukraine has a reputation for being one of the least attractive to foreign
investors, compared to other economies in the Eastern European region and the
former Soviet Union.

The most important factors affecting the implementation of FDI are economic
motives, which play an important role at the stage when the general policy of
attracting FDI has already been adopted. When investing in another country's
economy, economic factors can be divided into the following groups:

-search for resources;

- search of markets;

- search for ways of efficient production.

There are many obstacles and circumstances surrounding the realization of
potential investment opportunities in Ukraine. Low international rating of Ukraine.
Reform contradictions, the economic crisis and other factors are the reason why
Ukraine looks rather unattractive in the international credit rating. Foreign investors
use banks' valuations when deciding whether to invest. Ukraine was ranked 103.
The Ukrainian government should pay due attention to the issue of increasing the
competitiveness of the Ukrainian economy in the fight for the limited volume of
commodities that are capital in the world market - with almost 200 countries, and in
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Eastern Europe - more than 20 countries. It is important to note that certain
organizational and legal prerequisites for attracting and efficient use of foreign
investments have been created in Ukraine.

According to the legislation, for all foreign investors a national regime of
investment activity is established in the territory of Ukraine. In Ukraine, 11 special
(free) economic zones and 9 priority development territories were formed with a
special regime of investment activity, in which a number of privileges were provided
for investors. Foreign investors were provided with certain guarantees by the state,
namely: foreign investments are not subject to nationalization; foreign investors are
guaranteed free transfer abroad of profits; they have the right to compensation for
losses, including for loss of profit and non-pecuniary damage caused to them by the
actions, omissions or inappropriate performance by government bodies or officials of
the duties provided for by foreign investor law; in the event of termination of
activity, the return of the investment in kind or in the currency of the investment
without payment of duties and the income from these investments in cash or
commodity form are guaranteed.

Obstacles to investment law. So far, foreign direct investment in Ukraine has
been hampered by:

- the negative impression that remains from the reforms;

-to date privatization is slow enough;

-inflation is much higher than 40% per year;

- foreign investors cannot participate in privatization on an equal basis with
Ukrainian ones;

-the laws are often changed and are retroactive;

- foreigners are not granted ownership of land, are prohibited from selling the
territory of enterprises;

-always official and unofficial fees are required in order to obtain permission or
the right to use the infrastructure services;

-to register a joint venture, you need to apply to different instances; the
bureaucratic apparatus is ineffective: by law, the registration period - up to 20 days,
in practice - up to 9 months;

-directors of non-state enterprises, recently transformed into joint-stock
companies, are negative about investor participation;

- there are no state guarantees for foreign investors that can be sued;

-high taxes on enterprises, including foreign ones;

- low level of the domestic financial market, firms can receive financing for a
period of only up to 3 months, in addition, the size of the loan is limited by the
amount of working capital, which are a guarantee;

-disconnection of electricity impedes continuous production process.

Despite these obstacles, the state of investment flows to Ukraine is consistent
with economic theory and practical experience of investors in other countries of the
world.ntegration into the world economy means cooperation - and at the same time,
competition with other countries. Ukraine has the necessary potential for this.

Foreign investors are guided by a number of factors when making investment
decisions and choosing a country to implement an investment project:
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-competitive advantages of establishing their own production abroad must
outweigh the cost of its deployment;

- the recipient country must attract the investor with its geographical
characteristics;

- independent realization of these two advantages should be more profitable for
the investor than their use through local enterprises, that is, there should be an
advantage of internationalization.

It should be noted that today there is no accepted explanation of the reasons for
the choice of companies of a particular locality for the deployment of an investment
project. By determining the relative importance of the various factors, they can all be
grouped into 3 groups:

- attractiveness of the country in terms of costs;

- attractiveness of the country in terms of sales;

-attractiveness of the country in terms of culture, language and political risk.

Ukraine is a country attractive for foreign purposes, as evidenced by the
following factors:

- a large market;

- high level of education of the population;

- favorable structure of labor force, especially engineering and technical staff;

- central location in Europe;

-low wages;

-developed infrastructure that needs modernization.

Conclusions.

The peculiarities of attracting foreign investments to Ukraine in the conditions
of formation of the modern global space are the orientation to raising the investment
climate, investing in enterprises with higher level of profitability and growth
prospects.

Thus, additional measures are needed to reduce the impact of negative factors on
the investment climate in Ukraine, including the achievement of national agreement
between different social groups, political parties to resolve the national problem of
Ukraine's exit from the economic crisis; equalization of economic indicators and
fight against inflation; development of legal framework for investment; the
radicalization of the fight against crime; creation of a specific mechanism for
granting tax breaks to banks, foreign investors for long-term investments in order to
compensate for the loss of capital slowdown.

Introduction

Thus, the first two steps in the creation of the automated training systems (ATS)
(60s and 70s) were characterized by active work on the development of special
software for learning systems, with particular attention paid to the author's language

characterized by the growing role of general purpose tools to create components of
computer training programs, as well as tools to form the base of subject knowledge,
implementation of training models and the student. There was an understanding that
the future of the ATS is connected with the use of computer networks and
telecommunications capabilities.

Several studies have confirmed an increase learning efficiency in the application
of the ATS, which is facilitated by the following factors:

1. Customization of training. The most effective, but also the least economically
individual instruction (one teacher and one student). The most cost-effective, but also
the least effective system is the massive training. The introduction of ATS will make
it possible to combine the advantages of mass (in terms of efficiency) and individual
training (in terms of efficiency).

2. Intensification of training. Intensification is achieved through individual
training (the crowd is always slower one person), as well as due to the fact that the
student 1s not bound by the time classes and the instructor, and has the opportunity to
engage in a time that is convenient to him.

3. The use of computer technology expressive - clarity, the presence of modeling
of objects and processes, etc.

4. Possibility of continuously monitoring the degree of learning, which
contributes to a stronger fixation of the material [5, 6].
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In addition to improving the effectiveness of training, the introduction of ATS
has other positive aspects:

- work with the ATS develops the ability and skills of independent work;

- teacher training system is unloaded from a number of routine and often
repetitive tasks on presentation of educational information and knowledge control;
facilitate the accumulation of advanced training and methodological expertise;

- ATS helps to simplify the use oftransition of universities to training on a
broader range of specializations, through which each student has an opportunity to
receive training with individual professional and educational slant;

- can be used in the ATS system of additional vocational education, especially
in those areas where there is a low efficiency of traditional methods of transmitting
knowledge through lectures [7, 8].

Using training systems makes it possible to provide educational services to a
wider range of students, including distance learning [9, 10].

From the point of view of the external structure of the organization of the
learning process, the control - a part of the learning process. Everyone knows that any
full activity, including training, includes three parts: estimated, executive and control.

The use of test forms of control of knowledge also is of considerable interest,
and in a somewhat different aspect: the test results can easily be subjected to
processing methods of mathematical statistics, it is important, on the one hand, the
study of students' level of training on the subject within a group, institution, region,
on the other hand, for very effective evaluation of the results of pedagogical
experiment [11, 12].

Another advantage of the test i1s the maximum consideration of temporary
learning settings. Usually the most important verification work students must
complete at the end of the semester. For the full and complete control over the level
of knowledge it is important to form a definite system of final tests.

Thus, the individual tasks that make up the problem of automation of training
already have a solution in the methodology and in the program plan. The use of
ready-made solutions not only simplify the task before the teacher, but also improve
the quality of its solutions. The modern development of computer hardware and
software allows us to speak about the fundamental possibility of creating a full-
featured RAOS.

Distributed ATS has the following aspects:

- providing remote access to the system involves working in client-server
mode;

- the system must provide support for distributed data;

— the creation of a similar level of complexity of the system, in principle, only
possible in the case of computing power provided by the network. If it's a full-
featured AOS, the decision of the automated training tasks maximum options include:

- provision of training materials in various forms (graphics, text, audio and
video materials, etc.);

- practical work (modeling, designing, problem solving, etc.);

- organizing dialogue with the learner (i.e., the answers to his questions);

- determining the level of knowledge the learner;

We single out the basic principles of distributed ATS:

- distribution: on the basis of the functioning of computer networks;

- Full-featured: enabling the use of virtually any known modern technologies
and computer-based training methods;

- universality - the availability of basic software for creating arbitrary
distributed ATS courses and study all disciplines humanities, natural sciences and
technical areas);

- openness - enabling the use of ready data and software;

- Standardization - the use of standard software and networking solutions and
building systems based on universal integrated database, allowing you to easily and
practically without restrictions to build, move and resize it.

For TestProgram program identified the following requirements:

1. The program should operate on almost any computer and with any operating
system.

The program must have a simple, user-friendly and intuitive interface.
The program should work steadily, to ensure the safety of the test results.
The program must be easily customizable and have the system installer.
The program should use a common database to store all system settings.
The program should provide the possibility of invariance and scaling tests.
The program should be implemented rendering engine test results.

The program must be protected from unauthorized access.

9. The program should include a simple mechanism for registering new
members.

10. The program must be able to demonstrate the error of test participants.

11. The program should be capable of placing additional educational materials.

12. The program must be an electronic magazine with the registration of the
name, the date and time of the visit, as well as recording the test of time.

At the very beginning of the program requires information about the
whereabouts of the database test questions and the name of the test table.

Indicators of the learning classified penetration depth and quality of students'
learning material. This classification makes it possible to articulate teaching
objectives in the design of the educational complex, and on their basis to determine
its composition. Part of the elements of knowledge the student should be able to
apply the solution of problems and with some items he had just enough to get
acquainted. Degree of Learning can be divided into five levels (Figure 2).

The first level (Understanding) - this is the level at which the student can
understand, that is meaningful to perceive new information for him. In this important
prior training trainee, giving him the opportunity to understand the new teaching
material for it.

The second level (Learning) - recognition is studied objects and processes by
repeated perception previously learned information about them or actions with them,
for example, selection of the object being studied presented a number of different
objects.

The third level (Playback) - reproduction of knowledge is learned earlier from a
literal copy to use in typical situations. For example, the playback information
memory; Solving typical tasks on the model established earlier).

The fourth level (Application) - is an independent reproduction and
transformation of students learning information for the discussion of known objects
and use it in a variety of non-standard situations. An example is the decision of non-
standard tasks, the choice of a suitable algorithm from a set of previously studied
algorithms for solving a particular problem.

The fifth level (Creativity) - this level of teaching material, in which the student
can create new information objectively.

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For this reason it is important is the need to provide the student not only of
standard questions with ready-choice questions, and complex research tasks that
require demonstration of knowledge and skills of the tested area. Of course, these test
items can be a problem of developers, since the creation and validation of these tests
require much more than a lot of work compared with the preparation of the tests are
in multiple-choice [17].

Table 1 shows the structure of the test questions, which are recommended to be
used to check the level of Learning in the AOC.

From the point of view of the construction of the test, there are two possible
basic forms of organization of the issues that can be called "Choose your answer from
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the options" and "Write the correct answer."

Test organization on the "Choose your answer from the options" provides a
simple dialogue with the student and the speed of the test, it does not require the
learner to identify the relationship of the synthesis method of finding the right
solutions [20, 21].

However, this form of organization of the test has significant drawbacks, such
as:

- select an answer from several options waiting easier;

- no deep discussion about the answer;

- you can select the correct answer at random or predetermined.

On the other hand, there are cases where the use of this type of test is justified.

Construction examples of the base consists of two interconnected stages:

1.Initially formed many kinds of word examples.

2.0f the many such examples are selected most common examples, given the
frequency of use of words, examples. In addition, taking into account all forms that
can be a word - examples.

We select descriptors of the text before us the answer, making the
morphological analysis of the proposals. The analysis of the test response is divided
into a plurality of different parts of speech: a plurality of nouns, verbs, the set, a
plurality of adjectives, etc. In order to select the text of the considered response
descriptors, count the number of nouns in the text of the response. These are the
following words: array, information, structure, writing, object, class, system, set the
data process. It is necessary to take into account the different forms of each word and
its synonyms. Thus, the thesaurus should contain the highlighted words descriptors
and take into account all forms of these words with their corresponding synonyms.

Considering the above, identified the following computational procedure for
determining the criterion of "objectivity":

1. Analysis of the proposal.

2. Selection of key words (tags).

3. Determination of compliance with the thesaurus descriptors.

4. Quantitative evaluation.

5. Output evaluation.

In addition to internal adapters have external terminal adapters or external
ISDN-modem serving to convert the serial interface of the computer, a conventional
bridge/router or other device is not ISDN-in ISDN BRI format.

Active or passive adapters can be used for ISDN networks. Active adapter is
built on a processor with its RAM and is focused on the implementation of the
communication software. With it you can use much less CPU resources file server.

There are different approaches to the allocation of functions between the server
and the clients. Placing an application software on the client allows you to minimize
to a minimum functionality of the server ("thick" client - "thin" server). At the same
time on the client machine is a local software, including training materials and
supporting software, which includes a variety of modeling packages, simulators,
laboratory workshops, etc. On the server, basic software is located.

The main advantage of the approach "thick" client - "thin" the server is to
minimize network traffic: network sharing is limited to the transfer of messages and
calls to the database. In addition, the reduced requirements for channel capacity.

When transferring to the application server software (as well as training
materials) made technology a "thin" client - "thick" server. On the client, just host a
local communications software. This greatly increases the network traffic, but the
user has no need to store on your PC applications and large amounts of data, and also
simplifies the administration of the software [5, 6].

Both technologies can be performed in the local network and Internet network.
LAN most common solution is to use a server running the Windows operating
system. Also, the advantages of this approach are the standard interface; Simplicity
Server organization, high speed data communication, seamless integration of
applications, the ability of software distribution between network nodes; and a
transparent file system [7, 8].

To work through Internet in terms of reliability is more appropriate application
server running an operating system. database server also needs to be placed on
UNIX-based machine. Because the database is stored on the users of the system data,
it should be well protected against unauthorized access. The information consists of
the user data of the passport (name, password, status, rights in the system), the
current state of the learning process, and some other information.

In addition to the above modules, the training system may comprise different
auxiliary modules - additional software (software systems) designed or adapted for
the implementation of certain functions that support the learning process. Depending
on the requirements of the ATS, they set can be changed. In conjunction with the core
of the training system they ensure the implementation of all internal system functions.

The following are examples of auxiliary agents:

* Linguistic Server - a software package that is used for text recognition in
natural language. The training system can be used in order to analyze the questions
and answers the student, as well as for the synthesis of the responses of the system to
support the dialogue between the user and the system.

« graphical server - software package serving for recognition of graphic images
in the analysis of the answers the student.
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For the operation of these and other similar systems need a large amount of
system resources - memory, and disk, and CPU time. In addition, such software is
usually compared to the ATS it is focused on a specific subject area. For this reason,
these software systems is not recommended in the ATS core and placed on the same
network node.

On the other hand, since the auxiliary data software take over some functions
ATS, access to these media is critical to the overall system. To increase efficiency
and reliability of the system is possible, using a special communication protocol that
provides automatic reconfiguration of the auxiliary system software [9, 10].

The problem of dynamic reconfiguration and routing in heterogeneous
computing environments is relevant primarily in ATS. However, with regard to this
case can be considered a simpler version of the communication protocol with the
reconfiguration of the system.

Communication protocol must be engaged in the organization of distributed
computing and automatic reconfiguration of the system in order to ensure the
reliability of its operation. This application layer protocol based on the use of TCP /
IP.

An implementation should be ensured the minimum possible means. This
requires a process-domains: main domain server ATS and auxiliary domains at those
sites where the auxiliary software. Operators are launching these domains manually.

When you start the master domain polls the network nodes to determine their
availability and identifies those nodes on which the education processes are started.
Criterion distribution processes - the maximum parallelization of operation provided
that each process runs on the same node. Then the main domain directs auxiliary
domains selected team sites to run appropriate processes. top domain forwards the
request to the appropriate subsidiary domain, and waits for the response which
returns ATS turning core nucleus to an auxiliary process. If within a certain period of
no answer or you will receive an error message, the main domain of any
reconfiguration and repeated attempts to process the request. In addition, the main
domain may from time to time to poll the network nodes in order

Auxiliary domains immediately after starting the pass waiting for requests from
the main domain. When asked to confirm readiness of the auxiliary domain sends a
response the main domain. Processing a request to initiate the process is that the
auxiliary domain starts the process and sends the main domain message about the
success of the launch. When the data transfer request transmits auxiliary data domain
running process and awaits the result which sends back to the core domain [11, 12].

Thus, with such an arrangement the system is operable as an auxiliary process
for each available at least one node, at which it can be started.

11.2. Features of the subsystem control of knowledge in distributed
automated training systems
11.2.1 Architecture of learning technology systems architecture
The main purpose of the automated training systems (ATS) is to increase the
efficiency of educational process taking into account the individuality of the student,
the degree of its preparedness and the stock of knowledge.

To work ATS requires appropriate information, software, technical, linguistic,
legal and methodological support. The important structural elements of the ATS are
computers, united in a local area network and, if necessary, in a wide area network,
and implemented them expert systems, payment modules for computer modeling of
real processes, and database and knowledge base.

Thanks to all this, on the one hand, it is possible to adjust the learning process
taking into account the individuality of the student and give him the right to set the
sequence, the scope and pace of the presentation of educational information; On the
other hand, due to the capabilities of Internet technologies, organizing distance
learning specialists in various fields of knowledge.

Features of the subsystem control of knowledge in DATS defined client-server
mode architecture. Multiarch environment requires testing in remote access mode,
and by means of local software [13, 14].

1. In the application architecture "thin" client "thick" server passes testing in
remote access mode. As part of a local area network, this does not entail any
problems. Test runs in normal mode, external processes are performed by the RPC
(RemoteProcessCall), may use adaptive schemes testing.

In the presence of a similar high speed channel can access through Internet. In
this case, the main problem associated with external processes that are necessary to
make out as the Internet-applications.

2. In the application architecture "thick" client - "thin" server to server tasks
include: storage of the results of the test data; organization of interaction of
subsystems of knowledge control, located on the client computer, and support
software.

All these levels are five independent areas of process analysis, for example,
abstraction can be considered independently of their practical use.

As a baseline architecture for simulation training systems selected level 3
(LTSA system components) [16].

This is justified by the fact that all agreements and specifications for the
standards for training systems that are based on information technology, described on
the basis of the total component-based architecture, which is represented by the level
3 LTSA.

All development are conducted on the basis of the level by determining the
development of priority (level 4), as well as interoperability conditions and
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information exchange protocol (level 5) in accordance with the programmers
requirements.

11.2.2. Methods for diagnosing student performance

Sometimes teaching methods are divided into teaching methods, teaching
methods and methods of control. Pedagogical control implements a variety of
functions in the pedagogical process: stimulating, evaluation, developmental,
diagnostic, teaching, educational, and others.

The process control is one of the most labor-intensive operations otvetsvennost
and learning associated with acute psychological situations for students and teachers.
On the other hand, its correct formulation helps to improve the quality of training [17,
18].

In the current pedagogical process are several types of controls: preliminary,
current, theme, mid-term, final and final [19. 20].

Control system consists of tests, exams, oral questioning, reports, control and
laboratory work, seminars, reports on practice. Today such monitoring student
performance techniques primenyut many schools. The choice of control forms affect
purpose, content, methods, time and place of [21].

The above methods of diagnosing performance of students have some
drawbacks. The following discusses some of them [22].

1) There may be difficulties associated with the peculiarities of teaching:

— often manifest discrepancy between the requirements of different teachers;

— differences in professional qualifications;

— the organization of routine checks knowledge of a large number of students, when
the evaluation is carried out, basically, only on formal criteria, there is congestion
teacher routine work related to the large volume of data, which is necessary to
prepare, process and analyze in a relatively short period of time;

— possible not impartial assessment of the responses to the teacher some students;

— Sometimes assessment to the students, turn out to be unreliable because of the fear
of the teacher, they will be used for evaluating the work of the teacher.

2) The difficulties associated with the specifics of the traditional forms of
examination - the lack of clearly defined standards of knowledge and certain skills
levels sufficient for every positive evaluation.

3) The difficulties associated with the students: the use of cribs, cheating,
helping each other on the exam, distorting the accuracy of the assessment of student
learning.

4)The absence of objective criteria for the evaluation and comparison of
effective mechanisms of learning outcomes in the discipline (specialty) in various
universities, which is especially important for generating the correct training strategy.

To date, in the assessment of students' knowledge of these problems are largely
solved by the use of this form of control, as tested.

Tests - it is a brief, standardized or non-standardized tests, tests, enabling a
comparatively small intervals to evaluate the effectiveness of teachers and students of
cognitive activity of students, that is, to assess the degree and quality of each student

to achieve the learning objectives. The tests are used to assess the success of
mastering the specific knowledge and even separate sections of academic disciplines,
and are more objective measure of learning. Testing is widely used in schools for
intermediate and final control of knowledge, as well as for training and self-study
students [23].

Today the most popular are the following options for testing the control
activities. These implementation options are shown in Figure 5.

A feature of the first two options is to remove the teacher from the verification
test results. At the same time, it would seem, their objectivity increases. But it lost a
significant part of the information that could be obtained by analyzing the test results
with human factor.

In "Automatic" mode, this loss can be avoided, however, when using this
method today may cause some specific problems.

1) Lack of sufficient computer park. Not all schools are equipped with expensive
computer equipment in sufficient computer classes.

2) The lack of computer user skills of learners. Among the students can
sometimes be those who for one reason or another do not have sufficient computer
skills, or they do not have experience with a PC.

3) The complexity and high cost of software development.

4) There is a problem of recognition of any form of responses in open text jobs.

The "automated" embodiment, test system includes test material - as a
measurement instrument, the teacher-inspection - as an independent expert and
computer shell that performs processing results function and account measurement
errors, identify statistical patterns, comparing test results with predicted, the average
as well as among themselves.

Development of specialized knowledge of students test systems is one of the
most important trends in the development of computer technology in education.

Their active use makes it possible to maintain the necessary level of education
of students, the teacher provides the opportunity to focus more on individual work
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with students [24].

Compared with the traditional survey or examination network testing saves time,
it activates the process of learning material. Also advantages are ease of entry and
exit to the system; User-friendly interface; the minimum data required for the
registration of the student; possibility of automatic (manual) data validation students
answer the teacher at any time; preservation of data in the system.

Plus network testing can be called that students have the same conditions, so no
complaints about the partiality of the examiner.

As a result of statistical studies of the test as a method of teaching monitoring it
revealed that in the test must have 25-36 jobs. These tasks help to determine whether
the student has a basic patterns concepts can burn it true formula, as well as the
knowledge gained to help him in solving practical problems.

Jobs are usually offered with the answers in the "closed form" when you need to
choose one of several proposed answers either "open form" when you want to insert
the missing word.

In this case, when the answer is clear, it is estimated on the two-point system - 1
or 0 if the job has multiple correct answers, there are three evaluation 0, 0.5 and 1:
Introduction to Task test with multiple-choice questions to develop students need to
find different ways solving the problem that it is necessary to achieve the main goal
of learning in high school - the ability to choose their own way to accomplish the
task.

An analysis of the results obtained during the semester the students are capable
of learning from test to test increases the number of complete responses to multiple-
choice task.

Of course, you can instead of a job, with multiple-choice questions to give some
alternative, but it will significantly increase the number of jobs in the dough and
allow to check a level of knowledge, not promoting the use of tests for the
development of skills.

The researchers of this technique believe that the section of the course is
considered to be elaborated in the event that carried out 70% of jobs.

I must be noted that the tests are being developed with the assistance of
computer technology, or without them, should be as easy to use (especially on a
personal computer), and do not require special training to work on the computer.

Advantages and disadvantages of test control of knowledge.

One of the downsides of the test method for monitoring students' knowledge - is
painstaking in the development, harmonization and analysis of the test [25]. In order
to bring the test until you are ready to use, you need a few years to collect statistical
data, using the flow of students at least 100-120 people.

Can also occur and other difficulties.

Quite often there is considerable subjectivity in shaping the content of the tests
themselves, in the selection and formulation of the test questions, a lot also depends
on the structure of the issues included in the tests on the specific test system, how
much time is devoted to knowledge control, etc.

However, despite these shortcomings test as a method of pedagogical control, its
benefits largely speak about the appropriateness of the technology in schools.

METHODOLOGY FOR CONSTRUCTING A SYSTEM OF CRITERIA FOR
ASSESSING THE QUALITY OF ELECTRONIC EDUCATIONAL
RESOURCES

Introduction

The problem of assessing the quality of education is currently one of the most
relevant for the entire education system in our country. A common feature of
systemic changes in education, both at the federal and regional levels, is the focus on
ensuring the quality of education, improving the quality assessment system and its
compliance with the current requirements of society. Much attention is paid to the
construction of criteria. The basic structure of quality criteria remains unchanged
within the specifics of the class of taught courses.

The paper reviews the features of constructing quality assessment criteria in
educational processes.

12.1.The basic principles of the system of criteria for evaluating the quality

of electronic educational resources (EER).

Most of the basic principles of total quality management that are declared in the
latest versions of ISO 15504:1-9 and ISO 9000:2000, based on the requirements of
the task of assessing the quality of e-learning resources because of their conceptual
significance:

* customer-orientation is reflected in the reasonable necessity of taking into
account user preferences when evaluating the quality of e-learning resources, as well
as in the formulation of goals and points of view on quality assessment of e-learning
resources;

e principles of leadership leadership and employee engagement are reflected in
organizational principles of evaluation of the quality of the EER, in particular during
the examination and adoption of decisions in accordance with the purposes of the
assessment [1, 2];

e process and system approaches form the basis for the formation of a functional
model and develop the system of quality characteristics of e-learning resources,
ensuring its completeness and objectivity;

*the principle of continuous improvement emphasizes the dynamism of the
concept of quality in the rapidly developing technologies and quickly changing
conditions of external environment;

the approach to decision-making based on facts reflected in the methods to
improve the objectivity of assessing the quality of e-learning resources through the
use of modern methods of quality management, system analysis, applied statistics [3,
4], etc.;

« finally, mutually beneficial cooperation between developers and users of e-
learning resources is one of the key factors for the successful implementation of
domestic developments in education and quality assurance of training in General.

Said above allows us to propose the following solution of the first set to the task
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of defining the purposes of assessing the quality of e-learning resources. Since the
procedure of quality assessment is very time consuming, you need the most effective
use of the results of this assessment at all stages of the life cycle of the EER. Thus,
the evaluation objectives are determined by the basic stages of the life cycle of the
EER. The results of the evaluation of the quality of the EER is supposed to be used in
three main areas: selecting e-learning resources for quality management in the design
and development of e-learning resources and their certification. Consider these areas
in more detail [5, 6].

The number of currently available EER has several hundred, and when deciding
on choosing a particular resource has to take into account a number of aspects, among
which the determining factor is the functionality. Therefore, for a reasonable choice
of e-learning resources must be based on the ratio "price/quality", while the problem
of choice can be formalized methods of system analysis, namely, methods of the
theory of decision-making and the formulation of appropriate optimization problems.

Quality management in the design and development is a complex set of
procedures, which includes the construction of a system of quality assessment for the
management of all design stages: from planning of life cycle processes and allocation
of resources to procedures of verification and testing of the EER. In this case, any of
these procedures directly or indirectly includes a stage of evaluation of the achieved
planned / forecast quality of the EER.

The certification procedure is a process control and quality assurance of e-
learning resources to guarantee their consumer properties. When this occurs, "the
preparation and adoption of decisions on the advisability of issuing certificates of
compliance" of the properties of a specific e-learning resources set of standards and
normative documents [7, 8], which can be in the simplest case, formalized hit-testing,
the values of the vector quality criterion in the set of acceptable values.

Thus, we can conclude that the basic structure of the quality criteria remains the
same within the specificity of the EER class, however, the specific quality criteria
and their impact on the quality of the EER is significantly dependent on the purposes
of quality assessment, user preferences and environmental conditions [9, 10].

So far the system has been successfully applied to solve problems of General
education. When solving the problem of assessing the quality of the EER, given the
role of quality management in the development of the education system in General,
also be useful to approach the analysis systematically [11, 12].

Thus, when the detail of the quality assessment should use a systematic
approach when building a basic functional model of the EER, which will ensure
complete review and allow you to avoid typical mistakes that occur in a number of
modern approaches to the assessment of the quality of the EER. It should be borne in
mind that the proposed systematization reflects only the basic structure of EER of
General education, which, if necessary, can be supplemented. When you build a
system of quality assessment, this approach allows to take into account all the
specifics of the EER in the unity and interaction of methodological, pedagogical,
economic, organizational and technological aspects and to end up a complete and
objective picture of the quality assessment.

Proposed in the present work a comprehensive approach to assessing the quality
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of e-learning resources based on standards for systematic approach, based on user
preferences and key competences [13].

The standards provide the basic principles of quality assessment system, which
guarantees compatibility when designing and using e-learning resources as well as
facilitate in the future the international education market. A systematic approach
ensures objectivity, completeness, and effective method of formalization of the
problems that arise when assessing the quality of e-learning resources. The account
user preferences emphasizes practice-oriented research to meet the specific needs of
education [14].

In accordance with the foregoing basic principles of the system of criteria of
quality assessment, we can formulate the following requirements:

1. International, interstate and state standards in terms of quality and educational
standards and model curricula.

2. A systematic approach to complex assessment of the quality of the EER.

3. Focus on the specifics of the functionality of the EER and accounting for user
preferences in the formation of quality assessment and evaluation.

4. Focus on the development of key competences of users at the formation of
quality assessment and evaluation.

5. Creating a multi-user network database criteria for assessing the quality of e-
learning resources.

6. Ensuring objective and reliable assessment of compliance of the developed
EER of the requirements of state, interstate and international standards, as well as the
customer.

In accordance with the above structure of the system of criteria for assessing the
quality of the EER, after defining the objectives it is necessary to develop a model of
the EER, which would allow:

1. Systematically to identify the type of electronic resources under consideration
from the point of view of functionality.

2. To identify the consumers of the results of evaluation and users of the EER.

To allocate part of the criteria of quality assessment for subsequent evaluations.

12.2. Build a basic functional model of the EER.

A set of criteria of quality assessment are divided into two fundamentally
different groups: functional (primary) and structural (secondary) criteria. First
reglamentary purpose, basic functions and scope. Second serve, support and improve
functionality, increase ease of use. Item scale and measures of constructive criteria is
mostly standardized as largely invariant to the functions. With a functional and, in
fact, the main criteria is more complicated because they are determined by the
specific purpose and scope of the concrete class. Therefore, experts in the field of
quality, noting that the strict formalized the solution of these problems in most cases
impossible [15], it is recommended to focus on contracts, technical specifications,
requirement specification and other documentation supporting the development of e-
learning resources and to build a tree of functional criteria for decomposition
purposes of an electronic resource [16].

The rationale for a systematic approach to build a system of functional criteria
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for challenging the EER as a means of identifying their information is due to the lack
of strict formalization at the stage of selection of functional criteria for the assessment
of quality in existing approaches to quality assessment. However, according to one of
the principles revealed by the study of the state of e-learning resources for education,
a process approach when analyzing the quality of e-learning resources can provide
systematic and adequate modeling of functions of the EER for further analysis in the
context of the task.

Therefore, to increase objectivity in the determination of the functional criteria
of quality assessment are encouraged to use functional modeling in the standard
IDEFO (or SADT - structural analysis and design technology). In fact, this object-
oriented graphical modeling in a hierarchical multi-level modular systems using
hierarchical decomposition top-down.

The use of IDEFO to model the EER system with the aim of identifying the
functional criteria is justified for the following reasons:

l. You want to construct a functional model, and one of the two major
pillars of the SADT methodology, formed the basis of the IDEF0 standard, is
functional, 1.e. focused on events, models.

2. Due to the hierarchical decomposition from the top down - one of the
Central concepts of the IDEF0 — you can always provide a sufficient level of detail of
the functional model.

3. Due to the hierarchy of the model itself, it is easy to obtain the list of
functions, and therefore functional criteria, into a hierarchy that is fully consistent
with the structure recommended by ISO 9126:1991.

4, At each step of the decomposition is to use the splitting into 4-6 units,
which is consistent with psycho-physiological characteristics of a person. With regard
to expert estimates, this means that the expert can conduct an adequate comparison or
a choice of 742 items at the same time [39].

5. The relative simplicity and clarity of IDEFO make it easy and clear to get
the desired result thanks to an object-oriented methodology IDEFO and graphical
representations of models that are widely used in various industries. In addition, there
1s a range of case-tools that automate the process of building functional models
IDEFO.

The method of building basic functional models.

To generate a hierarchy of functional criteria for assessing the quality of e-
learning resources is proposed a method of constructing a functional model of the
EER as a complex software package based on the methodology of IDEF0 standard
and consists of the following stages:

L. An information survey, i.e. data collection for the survey results e-
learning resources aimed at obtaining information necessary to build functional
models.

2. The selection of goals and in terms of the model. The goal is essentially
the purpose of the model. Point of view — position from which to observe the system.
The purpose of the model in our case would be the definition of the characteristic
functions of each subsystem EER taking into account their interrelations in order to
identify the functional evaluation criteria of quality in a hierarchy. Point of view is
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determined based on the structure of different categories of users of the EER.

3. The list of data. Under the data list is a set of objects that are used and
generated by the considered system. Among such objects can include various
documents and the structure of the data, grouped by species.

4. Using the data list compiled high-level list of features that are aggregated
for purposes and operations.
5. Formed IDEFO0-diagram top-level process description of the functioning

of the EER, which consists of 3-6 the most important functions, interconnected
through a control information and data. To do this, define the order of dominance of
functions depending on the sequence or importance. In this case, it is advisable to use
the order dictated by the classic loop quality [17], projected on the subject area EE of
General education.

6. Generalization of IDEF0-diagram of the top level.

7. Is the decomposition of functional blocks by a repetition of steps 1-6 of
this methodology. Moreover, the number of decompositions is relatively small (3-4),
since the latter decomposition can directly be set of evaluated quality indicators for
each function. At a certain step of the decomposition the purpose of the model may
be detailed, in accordance with the purpose of evaluating the quality of e-learning
resources. The stop condition of the simulation is the possibility of direct evaluation
criteria the next step of the decomposition, i.e., the obtaining unit quality indicators
[18].

Next, the proposed method will be concretized on the example of its
implementation to build a basic functional model of the EER.

Build a basic functional model of the EER.

Consider the application of the proposed methodology for building a basic
functional model of the EER on the example of its specific implementation.

1. Review of state of art e-learning resources for basic education
implemented the first phase of building basic functional models for e-learning
resources — information survey. Revealed the specificity of this class of ER is to be
used in the next stages of implementation of the method of constructing the basic
functional model of the EER.

2. The purpose of the model is determined by the statement of the problem:
you want to select a basic set of functional criteria for assessing the quality of e-
learning resources [19].

Therefore, the functional model of the EER needs to answer the following
questions:

eWhat are the functional subsystems is the standard EER?

eWhich of these subsystems are required for any EER and thus form a minimal
set of functions necessary to the educational process primary General education?

e What are the functions of each subsystem EER?

e At what point on the functioning of the system is affected by legal documents
(educational standards, quality standards, etc.)?

¢ Any restrictions imposed on the system of organization of educational process?

Additionally, when building the model you should determine:
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eWhat is the standard set of procedures in the EER?

eWhat types of users exist in the system of General education?

eWhat are the data input and output in the EER?

Thus, the purpose of the model is to determine the characteristic functions of
each subsystems taking into account their interrelations in order to identify the
functional evaluation criteria of quality in a hierarchy depending on the purpose of
assessment: design and design, selection or certification of the EER. The hierarchy
will occur as decomposition of the functional model.

The choice of point of view on the functionality should focus on an integrated
approach. Only a comprehensive view will ensure the completeness of the resulting
model takes into account the interrelationships of all functional elements [20].
However, this contradicts the IDEFO methodology: point of view should be United.
Consider the prospect of adopting the point of view of each of the candidates listed
below with the target of modeling.

Manager: focuses on the organization of work of the employees, not the tool of
this work, which is the EER. On the other hand, educational process in conjunction
with administrative functions is significantly dependent on the functionality of the
EER. Therefore the point of view of the head seems right on the upper level of detail.

Subject experts — the authors of the course: considering the limitations of the
EER on the methodological side of the educational process provided by the EER.
Although they may not be users of the EER, and the author's participation rate in
working with EER as a rule, mediated by the programmer. The point of view of a
practitioner and the author of the course, thus, will affect only the methodical way of
functioning of the EER, and will not fully meet stated goals.

Programmers: focused on specific curriculum development, not involved in the
educational process, so their view is certainly not consistent with the purpose of
modeling [21].

Students, being the object of the educational process, one way or another,
involved in all the procedures of the EER, however, the students themselves have to
deal only with a limited set of resource functions, which directly provide the
educational process [22].

Trainer/consultant in the system of General education is a specialist who
provides teaching and guidance of the learning process, advises students in their
disciplines, examines the results of control testing [23]. It uses the maximum number
of functionals of e-learning resources related to the educational process. His view is
also acceptable to construct the model. However, it is not complete, because it covers
the administration of the educational process, only at the level of individual courses
and not programmes of learning and does not affect the technical function of the
resource.

Curator — administers the learning process at the level of educational programs.

12.3. Formation of system of criteria for assessing the quality of e-learning
resources.
Under the system of criteria for assessing the quality of e-learning resources,
according to ISO 9126, we define the set of attributes of the EER, which is described
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and assessed its quality. The structure of the system of criteria is hierarchical, i.e.
each quality criterion can be refined into multiple levels of subcriteria. Individual
quality indicators form the lower level of single indicators, allowing direct
assessment [24].

Let us formulate a number of requirements to the system of evaluation criteria of
quality:

eHierarchy. The developed system of criteria must have a hierarchical structure.
This requirement is, firstly, the hierarchical structure of the basic criteria presented in
ISO 9126. Second, the physiological characteristics of the person associated with
restrictions on the number of simultaneously perceived short-term memory facilities
7+2 lead, on the one hand, to a natural process of grouping criteria in a hierarchical
structure, with another - to restriction to every decomposition of the object by the
number of 7+2 subsystems. Third, the hierarchy is stable in the sense that small
changes at the lower levels lead to small changes at the top, in addition, they are
flexible in the sense that adding new criteria does not destroy the structure of the
hierarchy [25]. Finally, hierarchies are one of the main tools of system analysis.

eMeets the standards. As noted above, the use state, interstate and international
standards necessary for the effective solution of the problem of assessing the quality
of e-learning resources and formation of system of criteria of quality assessment in
particular.

eCompleteness. The system of criteria of quality assessment should cover all
quality aspects to ensure an objective and reasonable estimation procedure.

e Thriftiness. A system of criteria for quality assessment should take into account
only those criteria characteristics that have a significant impact on quality in the
context of the problem under consideration. Another aspect of thriftiness is the
independence of the criteria to avoid double counting of the same factors.

eUniqueness. Quality criteria should not allow for ambiguous interpretations,
should be clearly defined and equally understood by all participants of the assessment
procedure quality.

eGoal setting. The objectives of quality assessment should be performed
throughout the procedure of assessing the quality of e-learning resources and begin
already at the stage of formation of system of criteria of quality assessment.

Measurable values. Criteria should allow the assessment at any scale.

Conclusion

The integrated approach proposed in the paper to assess the quality of electronic
educational resources is based on standards, a systematic approach, taking into
account user preferences and key competencies. The classification of users in
electronic educational systems is given.

VIRTUAL AND AUGMENTED REALIRY IN EDUCATION

Introduction

Speaking on technology development forecasts, a shift in human existence into a
space of mixed reality is often assumed, which is already observed due to the
development of the Internet and mobile devices. In the framework of the virtual-real
continuum, mobile devices can be considered as augmented reality technology, since
they complement the surrounding world with additional visual, sound and partly
tactile information.

Nowadays such devices are used: virtual and augmented reality glasses, gloves,
controllers, headphones, smartphones, tablets. These devices allow a person to see,
hear and touch digital objects. So, virtual reality (VR) glasses from a simple toy turn
into a widely accessible educational tool. While mobile developers have focused on
projects related to augmented reality (AR) technology, computer content makers are
making efforts to use virtual reality helmets: HTC Vive, Oculus Rift, Oculus Go, and
even Windows Mixed Reality.

Virtual reality is an integration of several elements, including computers, worlds
and environments, interactivity, immersion, and users, who are usually referred to as
participants in a virtual reality experience [1].

Learning programs in virtual and augmented realities are created, as a rule, on
the same platforms as games (Unity [2], Unreal Engine [3], etc.), using various tools
for developing virtual and augmented reality programs (Steam VR [4], Google VR
[5], Oculus [6], Windows Mixed Reality [7], Google ARCore [8], Apple ARKkit [9],
Google Tango [10], Vuforia [11], etc.).

13.1. Etymology of the terms

The word “virtual” in “virtual reality” goes back to the linguistic distinction
formulated in medieval Europe. The very word "virtual" itself has a long and
interesting history — the adjective comes from the Latin “virtus”, which for the
ancient Romans at first meant literally “courage” — that is, a quality characteristic of a
real man and a brave warrior. However, a little later, this became understood, on the
one hand, in general, any human virtue, and on the other, some manifestation of
strength and simply the ability to do something. In European philosophy of the
Middle Ages, a special kind of real existence began to be called “virtual”: not just
being, but a kind of ability to be-like being, which, strictly speaking, is not available,
but which already exists in a potential form. For example, for a medieval scientist, the
oak tree always virtually exists inside the acorn: not in some distant future time and
not even as a certain degree of probability of the appearance of a tree, but in the real
present itself, but simply in a different, inaccessible for the eyes “minimized”.

The medieval logician Duns Scott gave the term connotations that had become
traditional: the Latin “virtus” was the main point of his theory of reality. He insisted
that the concept of a thing contains empirical attributes not formally (as if the thing
existed separately from empirical observations), but virtually. Although in order to

understand the properties of a thing we may need to delve into our experience, the
real thing itself already contains many empirical qualities in its unity, but it contains
virtually — otherwise they would not be fixed as the qualities of this thing. Scott used
the term “virtual” to bridge the gap between a formally unified reality (assumed by
our conceptual expectations) and our disordered, diverse experience.

Such an understanding of the virtual, as that which is formally absent from
everyday reality, but nevertheless exists due to its ability to influence this reality, has
become quite widely used in the 20" century: for example, subatomic are called
“virtual” in physics particles that exist only as a result of the interaction of other
particles, but disappear with the cessation of such interaction. No less right to the
primacy in the use and study of this concept is in the field of art: for example, the
famous French actor, director and art critic Antonin Artaud called the theater “virtual
reality” many years before the development of computer technology — back in 1938,
in an essay collection “Theater and its double” [12]. Today, certain types of mental
states that exist only relevantly, i.e. here and now, for a particular person, being a
product of everyday reality, its reflection in the psyche, and, for example, “virtual”
spaces in the field of history, are also called virtual reality. Or geography:
mythological images of some national tradition, according to which the territories of
many existing states do not coincide with the real political map. However, the most
widespread today is still the technological idea of the reality that exists while the
devices that produce it are working.

That is why the term “virtual” is beginning to be actively used in the last
decades of the 20™ century in a cybernetic context: in the sense of understanding
cyberspace as a kind of holistic, “artificial reality”, the idea of which was put forward
in 1973 by American researcher Myron Krueger: by it he meant the full and direct
involvement of the human body in a telecommunication environment created using
computer technology. In fact, the musician, writer and philosopher Geron Lanier was
the first to call such an environment actually virtual in the 1980s. The concept gained
wide popularity already in the 1990s, thanks to the work of Howard Reingold, author
of the books “Virtual Reality” [13] and the “Virtual Community” [14]. and Michael
Heim, who published in 1993 the fundamental study “The Metaphysics of Virtual
Reality” [15]. So, according to Reinhold’s definition, virtual reality is a revolutionary
technology that immerses us in the computer-made world of our own manufacture —
in a room, in a city, in the entire solar system or in the interior of the human body.

However, before the systematizing by theorists, the first practices already
existed, and before them, the first dreamers. Ray Bradbury’s famous short story “The
Veldt” [16], published in 1950, describes a children's room that can materialize any
imaginary reality. But if in this story as well as in the later works of William Gibson,
who coined the word “cyberspace” and portrayed the ambiguous penetration of
cybernetic technologies into everyday human life, such a reality turns out to be
terrible and destructive, then in much more massive television series “Star Trek”, the
image is purely positive and even exemplary.

“Holodeck™ — that is, a holographic deck, a room that can fulfill all desires,
almost like Bradbury’s children’s room or even the Stalker’s room of the Strugatsky
and Tarkovsky — appeared on television in 1974 in “Star Trek: the Animated Series”
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and then in “Star Trek: The Next Generation”. However, the screenwriter Gene
Roddenberry was inspired not so much by reading science fiction as by acquaintance
with real practical research: the idea of such a miracle of technology was brought to
him by his namesake Gene Dolgoff, a New York inventor who was passionate about
holography. Later, Dolgoft will create the first digital video projector and the first
liquid crystal projector, will develop holographic printing technology, now used, inter
alia, on credit cards, and until now he continues to work in the field of three-
dimensional video and three-dimensional animation.

At the same time, practice not only lagged behind theory and fiction, but
developed in its own way, albeit somewhat more slowly. One of the first experiments
of what is now called virtual reality technology was the development of the American
photographer, cameraman and director Morton Heilig, who, starting in the 1950s,
tried to improve the cinema to the level of maximum full impact on all human senses,
and not only for sight and hearing. A device called “Sensorama”, demonstrated by
him in 1961 or 1962, was purely stationary, the size of slot machines: paying 25 cents
and sitting on a movable seat, the viewer could watch one of five two-minute films.
In addition to color wide-screen stereo and stereco sound, such short films — among
which, for example, demonstrations of a trip around New York on a motorcycle or
flying a helicopter — included sensations of movement, with vibration and head and
seat turns, and the use of various aromas, and a sensation of wind blowing in the face.

In 1972, Myron Krueger introduced the term “artificial reality” to define the
results that can be obtained using a video overlay system for an object (person) image
on a computer-generated image and other means developed by then. The main ideas
were subsequently published in the book “Artificial Reality” [17].

13.2. Types of interaction

Depending on the nature of human interaction with the virtual environment,
experts distinguish three of its types: passive, research, and active. When working
with passive VR, the user acts as an ordinary viewer, able to receive information, but
not to manage it. Unlike passive, research virtual environment allows us to move
inside it. An active medium makes it possible to interact with it, making any
adjustments to its work. In accordance with the general picture of information
technology development, the third view is still inaccessible to researchers of
cyberspace, but now many analysts call it the basis of the so-called “digital future of
mankind”.

Virtual realities are also classified as conditional, projective, and borderline. The
conditional type of VR can be attributed to the system developed by M. Kruger, in
which the image of a person is combined with a computer picture of the environment,
they model (schematize) certain situations or actions (processes). The projective class
of virtual realities includes all realities designed based on some ideas.

For example, the class of projective virtual realities includes realities created on
the basis of scientific theories. An example is the work of Digital Equipment
Corporation specialists who help chemists model the forces of molecular attraction
and repulsion. Scientists set their goal — in two years to develop such a system that
will allow chemists, in the literal sense of the word, to sense these forces with their
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hands, building three-dimensional models of molecules in virtual space.

The third type of VR can be called borderline virtual realities; they are a
combination of ordinary reality and virtual. Their creation allows us to “expand the
consciousness” of the specialist, arming him with a “vision” and knowledge that he is
relevant here and now can not possess.

13.3. Educational platforms

If the teacher wants to conduct lessons close to the traditional format and use
presentations, text materials, various objects, videos, etc. in his classes, then virtual
reality offers specially designed educational platforms.

Immersive VR Education’s EngageVR allows us to gather an audience of up to
sixty people using not only standard whiteboard tools in the classroom, but also
various 3D objects that can be manipulated in virtual space (for example, expanding a
molecule to gigantic dimensions, making the lecture more lively and visual). In
addition, the platform contains several ready-made training lessons, as well as a
series of 360° videos that can be embedded in the structure of the lesson.

Unfortunately, despite the ambitiousness of the project and the prospects of
development, the platform is still not ready for use. Firstly, each study space takes a
very long time, on average 15-20 minutes. This could be explained by loading the
entire scene from the server, but when the server is closed, all downloaded data is
deleted. Secondly, the use of program functions, such as manipulating objects,
requires additional skills of a teacher because of the unintuitive interface.

Doghead Simulations Rumii platform, having the same set of functions and tools
(whiteboard, 3D objects, screen sharing, file sharing), works faster and is more
intuitive to learn, although it has simpler graphics. Developers position themselves as
an “immersive office”, emphasizing that Rumii is a space for meetings, joint remote
work and study. A great advantage of the program is its cross-platform, including the
ability to work on 1OS. If the institution cannot invite a native speaker, Rumii is
warranted.

Noteworthy are VR systems deployed in UK schools, ClassVR by Avantis
Systems Ltd. and RedboxVR from RedboxVR Ltd. Companies produce their own
virtual reality helmets, which are used exclusively for classroom lessons, either for
specially designed lessons, or as a complement to traditional lessons.

So, ClassVR offers special programs using virtual reality for several school
lessons, such as history, science, art and culture, the basics of security and others. The
autonomy of the product simplifies its implementation in schools. The school
purchases a ready-to-use set of eight or four helmets in a special portable storage box.
In addition to content for virtual, augmented and mixed realities, class materials
include lesson plans, tests, games, cases and other tasks. Developers also offer free
demonstration and teacher training. Drawback is a high cost of training kits and
orientation on the UK school curriculum.

English teaching assistant. This is a VR Al chatbot that answers your questions
in real time. He can keep up with conversations and accurately answer questions, and
1s also able to make eye contact.
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13.4. VR in subject learning

In physics, virtual reality technology may allow laboratory work in modern
laboratories. For example, why not simulate the most famous research projects of
recent years: a large andron collider or a detector of gravitational waves and conduct
laboratory work in them? This will allow students to be interested, showing them the
current state of science, and not the one in which their grandfathers and great-
grandfathers studied (which, of course, also matters).

When learning foreign languages, great progress in learning is achieved through
live communication with a native speaker. But if such a person is difficult to be
technically delivered to the audience. Virtual reality now allows us to get into spaces
where one can not only communicate, but also interact with other users [18; 19]. For
example, it is possible to transfer a group studying French in Spain and a group
studying Spanish in France into one space where they could communicate and
complete tasks. And for the next lesson, for example, with a group from Norway.
Such an interactive format will be interesting for students of any age. To conduct
such meetings in person or even using video conferencing communications would not
be so effective, but more laborious and costly.

In the study of history, students can get acquainted with three-dimensional
exhibits of museums in the world. And also with recreated cities, battles or other
historical events. For example, students can not only recreate some historical battle,
but also participate in it and make their own, as well as collective decisions.
Nefertari: Journey to Eternity — the application allows us to go through the tomb of
Queen Nefertiti. Learn about the construction of the tomb, its history, as well as the
culture of that time. The incredibly clear image that was achieved through the use of
ultra-precise digital scanning technology should be specially noted.

In the field of geography, the modern development of 360-degree cameras
allows users to shoot three-dimensional panoramas and videos. Many researchers,
travelers and just tourists make a lot of video-material and put it in the public domain.
This video is about mountains, oceans, flights, volcanoes, poles. The use of such
material in the classroom will allow students to see the far corners of our planet and
support their interest in travel.

In biology, technology makes it possible to scale to the size of organs, cells, or
even DNA molecules [20; 21]. Interactive features allow us not only to see a static
picture, but also to see, for example, the process of DNA replication.

In the field of chemistry, applications make it possible to carry out dangerous or
expensive experiments [22]. To study the structure of atoms and molecules. Watch
chemical changes in dynamics.

For example, using the Chemistry VR application, any student or adult can now
safely test various chemical reactions and better understand chemistry not in theory
but in practice. Nanome is one of the most fun science apps released in 2018.
Nanome gives the user the ability to select a huge amount of chemicals for
experimentation. Nanotechnology is presented as if the student was a human ant. The
application opens up great opportunities for teachers both in high school and in
higher education. Nanome allows multiple students to work in one space.

Sharecare VR (medicine) is an excellent app released in 2017. The application
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allows students to study the human body from all angles. Get acquainted with the
work of its main organs and even look inside the beating human heart. The
opportunity to be in a beating human heart is an exciting experience.

13.5. Augmented reality in subject learning

Visualization of algebraic surfaces, both second and higher orders. Students will
have the opportunity to qualitatively study the surface as a real object in front of
them, and not on the computer screen or books, as well as change parameters in real
time and see the result. All this should contribute to a better understanding of the
structure of equations (interactive change of parameters) and the three-dimensional
shape of surfaces.

The main direction for use in physics i1s the visualization of equations of
mathematical physics. In this case, the solution is shown in the form of a physical
process. A student will be able to dynamically change the parameters of the equation
and see the effect of this change on the result. It is interesting to see the visualization
of phase diagrams, in particular, diagrams of water. On the diagram it is possible to
display physical processes: isobaric, isochoric, isothermal, adiabatic and polytropic
processes. A student will see a complete picture of the process, rather than projection
onto certain planes, interactively change the start and end points of the process, see
additional information about the process (released/absorbed energy, parameters at the
beginning and end).

In chemistry, the mapping of atomic orbitals will help to better understand and
remember their structure. Visualization of the molecular structure allows students to
see various chemical bonds in space.

In mechanical engineering, visualization of equipment models with the ability to
play animations showing the principle of their work. For pumps and turbines, a phase
diagram of the medium with the physical process applied on it can be placed next to
it.

13.6. Vocabulary Learning Applications

In language study there are several mobile applications for memorizing words,
not so long ago similar applications using virtual reality technology were added to
them. Studying a vocabulary here is similar to physical vocabulary cards or learning
words using the sticker method, which is well known to many: stickers are placed on
all objects of the surrounding space (usually a house or office) with the names of
these objects (refrigerator, mirror, door). Wearing a virtual reality helmet and
downloading the VR Learn English application from ProVR Games, the student
enters a virtual apartment with an extremely simple, sketchy design. The student
moves around the apartment in accordance with the movement of the head, while he
hears the words being spoken and sees how they are written. The application is
intuitive, loads quickly, and primitive graphics do not cause strong rejection, since it
1s enough to implement the main function of the application: memorizing words.
From the point of view of the methodology, it may raise the question of the
effectiveness of studying vocabulary in isolation from the context, but the possibility
of learning without using the native language is a very important advantage of the
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application from the point of view of the communicative teaching methodology.

The PanoLingo application from ITgenerator, which positions itself as the first
language learning application, does not differ from the previous one in its idea. A
student is also at home, also learning the spelling and sound of surrounding objects.
PanoLingo achieved greater realism by using 360-degree panoramic photos, but
deprived a student of the ability to move in space (simulate movement).

In the program, besides the house, there are other locations, for example, a bus,
a store or an office. The main drawback of the application at the moment is its
incompleteness. So, in the texts on the official website there are grammatical errors,
and serious errors in the program itself do not allow, for example, to move from one
word to another in the learning process.

Many specialized applications for learning foreign languages are currently under
development. For example, in the ImmerseME application, it is planned to use 360-
degree panoramic videos with recording the speech of a real actor, with which the
student can have something similar to a dialogue. Another interesting program under
development is a virtual reality game for learning Argotian languages. The creators of
the game claim that the combination of virtual reality, artificial intelligence and
WebXR will determine the level of language proficiency for a particular user and
build the appropriate individual learning path. How successful the implementation of
these ideas will be, the future will show.

13.7. Tool performance measured in numbers.

1. Yale has tested VR training for gall bladder surgery. The authors of the study
found that the VR group was 29% faster and made mistakes six times less [23].

2. A study on the topic: “The Impact of VR on Academic Activities,” conducted
in Beijing, showed similar results [24]. Two groups of children were taught the same
discipline, but in different ways. The first group — using traditional methods, the
second — using virtual reality. Students of the first group scored an average of 73% in
the final test, students of the VR group — 93%. The VR team also showed a deeper
understanding and retention of knowledge in two weeks.

Scientists at the University of Maryland, Amitabh Warshney, Katherine Pleasant
and Eric Krokos, published the results of the first really broad study, which showed
that the level of learning in a virtual environment is higher than when using
traditional two-dimensional systems: a computer screen or tablet [25]. In particular, it
turned out that people are much better at processing and remembering information
while in virtual space. They obtained interesting data from which it follows that
immersive environments lead to increased learning and open new horizons for school
and vocational education.

In the United States, by the end of 2018, VR technologies were working in 18%
of educational institutions throughout the country.

A study on the use of VR for the study of fundamental disciplines was carried
out at the University of Warwick in Britain, where they compared the results of a
biology course using textbooks, video courses and virtual courses. Then VR allowed
to improve the test results by 28.5%, video — by 16.1%, and the textbook — by 24.9%.
Confidence on a scale of 1 to 5 after applying the VR device increased by 1.12
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points, after training on video — by 0.71 points, and after studying the textbook — by
1.18 points. In addition, VR significantly increased the number of positive emotions,
and video — reduced them. The level of involvement in VR-training was significantly
higher than when studying the textbook.

13.8. Problems in using VR and AR in education

The main problems that teachers faced using virtual reality and augmented
reality technologies in studies were:

-the extra time spent on downloading applications, training students to work

with them;

- poor geolocation work;

- sometimes poor quality of model response;

- difficulties for students to work in AR format.

In general, all the problems are associated with a lack of experience in working
with VR and AR and as yet imperfect technology. In the future, with the development
of technology, these problems will be eliminated.

Conclusion

Last years were rich in interesting computer developments for education. From
launching Oculus Go virtual reality goggles and transforming the Merge Cube from
an educational toy into a pedagogical tool to the ARkit (from Apple) and ARcore
(from Google) mobile platforms. Teachers have more and more opportunities to start
using augmented and virtual reality in the classroom. While mobile app developers
prefer augmented reality, entire virtual worlds have been released for HTC Vive,
Oculus Rift, and even WMR (Windows Mixed Reality) headsets.

Separately, it is worth mentioning the need not only for training using AR and
VR technologies, but also for training in competencies in creating products using
these technologies. Pre-vocational and vocational education must pay attention to
these areas of training.

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY TRANSFORMATIONS
IN THE EMERGING POSTMODERN REALITY:
AN EXPERIENCE OF CULTURAL-PHILOSOPHIC COMPREHENSION

Introduction

The gradually approaching Postmodern era refutes the postulates regarding
Intellectual Property sacredness and inviolability, which seemingly had been treating
as unshakable in the recent several centuries, at least in Western civilizational
oikumene. In a large extent, Postmodernity is considered as a socio-cultural,
philosophical-historical conception for the world's perception in the post-industrial
era, when such technological phenomena as digitalization, virtualization, NBIC-
convergence, etc. force a deep transformation of all the crucial points of previous
ideology, and related institutional changes.

17.1. Contemporary status of Intellectual Property in the global world
(ontological and cultural-anthropological dimensions)

The ontological status of the Intellectual Property (IP - allover the text below)
depends inevitably on globalization imperatives [1]. Setting aside the legal approach,
but using a cybernetic approach, we can fix that any image, text or sound — as a
copyright objects [2] — could be represented in binary code. From the viewpoint of
cybernetics, information is a code structure [3], which gives to the idea a capability to
be realized. The data medium (a particular material embodiment) loses any
significant role in this case. Accordingly, in such a way intellectual property can be
represented as “ownership for structure”, embodied in any medium. The term
“structure” allows us to move away from the dichotomy of “the ideas” and “the
things”, becoming the basis for another specification [4]. The fact of the difference in
the socio-economic [5] and legal-philosophic status of the production making
property “inrem” and “intelligent” production was not so obvious in the “pre-
computer” era, because the copy still had been a rather resource-intensive tangible
operation associated with significant costs, as keeping of printing houses, press
machines, reproducing equipment, etc. [6].

At the same time, the resulting copy of the authentic work has always been
tangibly real that allowed to provide some binding to the rights of “real property” [7].
But situation has changed dramatically with the massive introduction of information
technologies [8] into life — mechanisms of instant copying and extremely fast long-
distance mass transfer of information with minimal costs, that have appeared in the
last decade of the XX century and become accessible for common use, did the issue
of “artificial rarity” [9] for intellectual products extremely acute and vital.

Philosophic approaches enable some new grounds for expansion of the IP
features in our global world [10]. However, the implementation of any new varieties
of IP should be confirmed and illustrated [11] though shouldn’t go against the legal
classification. It should not make unsolvable contradictions [12]. On the contrary, it
should help to reduce controversies [2] and to balance the bright and the dark
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sides [13] in the realm of IP social relations.

Abstracting from the juridical classification of IP, it becomes evident an
existence of broader horizons for possible classification criteria, than the law offers in
respect of this specific kind of property. In particular, the social philosophy may
provide a supplement to existing law typology [14] with such less obvious grounds as
IP’s classification by origin, by substance and by certain other criteria [15].

While studying various social relations connected with intellectual property, we
also have to take into account the realities of open civil society, global digitalization,
post-industrialism and postmodernity, as well as the private law specificity [16] of the
Intellectual Property institution [17]. So we need compare social-philosophic patterns
of IP and legal ones, in accordance with national laws and international conventions.

There is some ambiguity can be seen in the sense of private and personal
property and their conjunction. In fact the phenomenon of ownership has an
extremely controversial social assessment. The history of philosophic thought knows
very different views [18] of the property, sometimes even antagonistic. E.g. A. Smith
considers a property as a “foundation of social stability” and “a basic system of
natural liberty”. Another vision shows K. Marx, giving his sentence: “a property is
possession of results of the others' work”. Some of these aspects were already
enlightened in another scientific paper [19], dedicated specially to the problem of
social-philosophic typology for the IP.

Such a variety of ideas about nature of the property does not improve the
understanding of intellectual property phenomenon, exactly as does not resolve the
controversy about its typology. Sometimes we have to refer to the logic of the
legislation in the field of intellectual property, in order to clarify the nature and some
features of intellectual property’s different types, and legal-philosophic concepts [20].

Thus, reasoning about the ontological basis of intellectual property, and its
cultural-anthropological dimensions, we come to understanding that, above all, the
essence of intellectual property is a unique information structure, embodied in a
particular physical medium [21]. The intellectual property itself, in the context of
social philosophy, could be considered as a special form of public relations arising on
the possession, disposal, and property enjoyment in respect of objects, which have a
unique information structure, which is protected by a patent or a copyright.

17.2. Postindustrial measures of the Open Society: technological and other
challenges to Intellectual Property institutions

According to K. Popper's famous definition, the open society is one in which
individuals are confronted with personal decisions, unlike to a tribal or collectivist
society. But what becomes really significant in the context of the IP research is that
the Open Society implies vast informational freedom and intensive traffic of info-
flows that make a decisive influence upon all the realms of human life [22]. Here
we’d like to draw an attention to some important points regarding IP changing
meaning in today’s postindustrial reality. In particular, we claim that, being a specific
kind of information, IP objects are deeply involved into education processes [23],
into environmental concerns [24], into creativity [25], into geopolitical issues [26].
Moreover, IP institutions’ development might even depend on local cultures and
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philosophic traditions. In our previous studies, appropriate samples were analyzed,
and unique implications were shown on the example of IP institutions in China [27].
One of our latest scientific researches was specially dedicated to the Chinese legal-
philosophic syncretism [28], with logical parallels between the western and eastern
outlook onto innovations’ encouragement [29] in global rivalry.

In the Open Society discourse, the IP institution requires reconsidering,
especially taking into account the actual socio-cultural topics enlightened before, in
some of our publications (as a postmodern shift [30], an augmented reality [31],
trans-humanism & postmodernism [32], NBIC-convergence [33], cyber-piracy [34]
& anti-counterfeiting policy [35], and others). A similar reconsideration could be
realized in the course of a comparative analysis of the so-called «Open» and
«Closed» societies and those preconditions that created by different types of societies
for the development and functioning of the Intellectual Property institution.

The latter faces a lot of technological, ideological, mental, psychological,
political, and other challenges connected with a constantly evolving informational
paradigm in a techno-sphere, and postmodern vector in a sociocultural realm [36]. All
the mentioned factors require a new adequate state policy [37], which would be able
to ensure both the rise of innovations [38] and the protection of human being.

It’s possible to assert that intellectual property (as a kind of private, individual
ownership) becomes meaningless in conditions of Closed Societies (closed with
taboo, or magical or tribal or collectivist or plan-market or totalitarian society). The
all-round complete development of the Intellectual Property institution is only
possible in a space of the Open Society [2], which provides and encourages an
ideological, economic and other diversity, a competition and social mobility, when
individual interests, rights and freedoms are guaranteed, including the copyright [39].

Thinking of the most relevant ways of “justification” for the intellectual
property in contemporary conditions, according to the IP interpretation as a specific
social institution, as a socio-cultural and legal phenomenon, it’s possible to classify
the main ways of the intellectual property’s being justification on the basis of two
criteria — institutional and substantial.

The institutional approach [40] offers to justify the ownership “legitimacy” for
intellectual property, considering the viewpoint of such social institutions as the law,
the morality, and the tradition. The substantial approach [41] is associated with the
existence of such “IP justificatory schemes”: due to the personal labour; from the
initial appropriation; under the agreement; under the principle of “infrastructure
contribution” to the intellectual property creation (so-called “instrumental”
justification); according to the public benefits’ maximizing principle.

The society and the law with the greatest possible assurance would consider as
reasonable and would accept the subject’s moral right to possess, to use, to manage
and to dispose with intellectual property in that case if the owner (the author, the
right-holder) justifies his possession of intellectual property object by his own
intellectual, creative labour. It’s rather fair.

At the same time, taking into account the realities of open civil society, global
informization, post-industrialism and postmodernity, as well as the private law
specificity of the Intellectual Property institution, we may conclude that justification
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by the law, under the agreement, and upon the “infrastructure contribution” principle
also have the right for existence.

17.3. The future of Intellectual Property social relations in the light of

changing paradigm (Modernity — Postmodernity transition)

We should seek out the roots of so-called Postmodern-situation (that obviously
leads to the coming of Postmodernity Age) within previous cultural-historical epochs.
Therefore we suppose that Premodernity (i.e. Traditionalism, including the Antiquity,
the Middle Ages, the Renaissance) and Modernity (that involves the Modern history
and the Contemporary history) are prolegomenon [42] to Postmodernity. The last one
is evaluated as the most probable sociocultural matrix in which the Intellectual
Property institution will be going through changes such as liberalization,
diversification, growth of polymorphism and eclecticism within it, etc.

Simultaneously, we are convinced, it's hardly possible to explore, to enlighten,
to comprehend the Postmodernity phenomenon [43] without understanding the
adjacent (and also extremely controversial) cultural movement as postmodernism is.
It appears in a few semantic variations. Firstly, it's a certain cultural trend that
combines structurally similar phenomena in a global scope of social life and culture
beginning from the second half of the XX century, since the mankind had known two
world wars with all their catastrophic consequences, and then came the general
disappointment in many "rational values" (so-called "metanarratives crash").

The intellectual elite, in different societies, has focused on the search for new
grounds for the construction of a new ideology. But here we have at least two
problems. On the one hand, there has appeared understanding it's not so easy to find
as equally significant and consolidating ideas, as the former global sociocultural
project (i.e. Modernity) had suggested. On the other hand, the information factor is
indicated on the world cultural & historical horizon since 1970s, when information
becomes crucial point, changing the face of human civilization, lifestyle, ideology,
values, and an attitude towards many institutions (including the Intellectual property).

In order to comprehend all that has happened in such a short historical period it
was necessary to use an alternate philosophy. Thus, probably so-called post-
nonclassical type of philosophy was arising, taking into service interdisciplinarity,
deconstruction and some other instruments. But this philosophy still did not answer
the questions as follows: what is that — the "postmodern culture"? Does it have its
own grounds, its own content and values? Or whether is it based entirely on borrowed
artifacts of previous cultural epochs, on using citation, or unbelievable hybrids, or
simulacra, or "words games", or other "intellectual tricks"? Probably all mentioned
are essential elements in the process of a new cultural reality formation.

Due to the situation of Postmodernity (that is emerging slowly and gradually) a
new sociocultural context appears. We reckon it's a unique, almost unknown, and
extra-important sociocultural environment for those changes that occur inside the
Intellectual Property institutions on the whole. And these changes may turn out to be
absolutely unprecedented comparatively to impacts made by Premodernity and
Modernity era.

E.g. there are already traced various postmodern tendencies in the art space, in
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the authorship concept [44], and other substantial sources of IP genesis. By the way,
we evaluate some of current postmodern changes in the realm of music (meaning
some genres) and inside the architecture art as generally positive ones. On contrary,
we consider postmodern influence as destructive in respect of the fine arts’ existence.
But, thinking about Postmodernity impact in general, we should focus on the
creativity space, which is a cradle of all the new ideas and thoughts, and intellectual
ones among them.

The Creativity phenomenon [45] in its understanding as a process, and also as
originative mechanism playing a key role in the artworks’ genesis, functions as a kind
of incubator for creative results later become the objects of intellectual property.
Most of the mentioned objects are naturally protected by IP laws and regulations.
Along with that, the creativity is not limited with the fine arts, music, literature,
performance, and audiovisual products only. Contemporary technical and scientific
facilities being combined properly can lead to cumulative effect.

Those questions raised in previous chapter bring us to a task of turning back to
NBIC-convergence phenomenon [38]. But first we should look more carefully at the
issue about a correlation between “the intellectual” and “the creative” in the reality of
Information era[46]. The relevance of social-philosophic research for current
specifics of intellectual activity is connected, as we mentioned, with the latest trends
in the development of informational, scientific, technical, cognitive and other types of
intellectual activity. All these affect the entire institution of intellectual property
fundamentally.

However there are the so-called “classical standards” of intellectual property
law, which are almost oblivious to the trends mentioned above. Naturally that gives
rise to a range of contradictious points as a philosophical and socio-economic and
legal. The new format of intellectual activity and innovative development changes the
world’s modern picture essentially. The specifics of intellectual activity are going
through changes in the context of such complicated phenomena as globalization,
NBIC-convergence, postmodern shift, Hi-Hume and others.

In the most general terms we’d understand the intellectual activity as any type of
activities that are original and could be associated with the creation of intellectual
property objects. Intellectual activity frequently has such qualities as creativity,
innovativeness, rationality, social relevance and others. The dominance of certain
qualities depends on which area the intellectual activity takes place in: is that a field
of technology, or art, or fundamental science, or experimental science, or academic,
or other areas.

At the same time Intellectual Activity does not always correspond to real
demands and humanitarian needs. We often can see the development of innovation
for the sake of innovation, not for people. Conversely is that innovations really
popular in society (in the fields of pharmacy, medicine, alternative energy, etc.) —
those really useful for people intellectual achievements are seemed to be sealed with
seven seals. The newest knowledge strives to be monopolized, isolated from society’s
free access through a system of patents, by copyright mechanisms, and also by
introduction of more stringent anti-counterfeiting laws.

Another problem of intellectual activity is that the use of new technologies
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requires appropriate education, a certain level of prosperity. But for mass of society
an effective access to high technologies and up-to-date knowledge actually is blocked
by socio-economic factors (low incomes or inaccessibility of good education) and by
legal mechanisms as inadequate copyright policy regarding the results of intellectual
activity.

Such inequality inside the information society increases continuously. Thus the
gap within the society gradually grows into the gap between societies. That gap is
becoming increasingly overwhelming. Abovementioned global patent system and
rather aggressive pervasive “copyright” either enhance this “information inequality”
within and between societies, or at least they preserve the status-quo. It seems that
global “information gap” becomes a very dangerous disease, and humanity has not
produced any vaccines against it yet.

Socio-philosophical analysis of intellectual activity’s specifics, considering
current social and cultural conditions, determines the necessity to make a focus on the
following points. Firstly it seems the civilized progressive society is changing its
approach to cognitive activity. The current level of convergence trends in the field of
scientific research shows the transformation of cultural and semantic discourses. So
intellectual activity, in the diversity of its forms, has an important role in whole
process. In this regard, facing the trend of a significant change of intellectual
activity’s specifics, we have to realize that intellectual property law, in the form
which it now exists in, looks as ultraconservative global social institution that must
be reformed. These ideas are growing inside different intellectual circles, as well as
among ordinary consumers who is far enough to be called ‘intellectuals’. Eventually,
it’s principally possible, taking into account that the human society has always been a
self-organizing entity [47, p. 79].

The situation existing in the realm of legal regulation for protection and
enforcement of intellectual activity’s results, could be described as
counterproductive, almost “medieval”, considering its impact on the development
dynamics of contemporary culture and science. Because that very nature of
uncompromising standards which constitute the existing intellectual legislation’s
dogma, was inherent to medieval times. Meanwhile the modern post-industrial
civilization needs more flexible legislation concerning the ownership on intellectual
activity’s results.

It is necessary to make allowances and amendments for the fact that the world is
changing far more dynamic at the “Information Age”, especially compared to epoch
when “authors’ privileges” has been provided by sovereigns. And now it’s evident
that it’s impossible to support those outdated standards eternally. Maybe such
modernization will occur in the spirit of so-called ‘game theory’ [48, p. 36].

All that is marked by the term “NBIC-convergence” — a lot of convergent
processes in engineering, natural sciences, humanities, computer science, ecology —
requires essential liberalization for the regulation of intellectual activity. The
prospective purpose for social sciences, including social philosophy and
jurisprudence, is a search for balance between the interests of various intellectual
property owners (and other stakeholders), and the interests of open information
society.
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At present, there is no universal recipe for emancipation of intellectual activity
out of strict law imperatives. However, all civilized mankind has to agree on the new
standards in this area, taking into consideration that all abovementioned latest NBIC-
trends will increase inevitably in post-industrial & postmodern society.

The general opinion that can be drawn from the material stated in this chapter
follows here: in some areas the culture of our time demonstrates a tendency of
movement from the individual creativity to the collective creativity, and nowadays'
communication technologies make it possible to co-author for people who may even
don't know by sight each other actually. It’s a unique situation.

Everything mentioned doesn't mean that the end of Intellectual Property
institution is coming. But it indicates quite definitely: the contents of researched
social institution have significant expansive and updating potential, and obviously
should be reconsidered by Philosophy and Jurisprudence in a proper way.

Conclusions

Perhaps this study will take the social philosophy a little closer to the answers.
Anyway, for us the quest for answers to designated questions is a necessary process.
Because at present we obviously do not have other more productive technologies in
the research of the "emerging Postmodernity" as the most probable socio-cultural
context for the development of Intellectual Property institution.

The Intellectual Property is one of the fundamental social institutions of our
time. The intellectual factor makes a powerful impact on ideology, economics,
politics, the legal system, the culture as a whole. After all, it makes an impact upon
the lifestyle, value system, social psychology, and mentality. Intellectual activity has
always been the one key component that gave impetus to human development.

A legal nature of copyright concerning intellectual products (artworks, literature
etc.) located in global virtual space faces the need of rethinking. It’s additionally
approved by those specific problems we told about, connected with copyright
protection in Worldwide Web that defined by its nature. Particularly it’s drawn
attention to the copyright legislation’s regulations of Ukraine comparatively to
copyright legislation of other countries. Noticed that the evident progress of Internet
technologies generates some novels in sphere of copyright realization. In this context
a reproduction of artworks (intellectual products) by playing, imaging, displaying,
demonstration and other forms, able to be «understood» for computer, should be
considered.

Ukrainian law mentions such notion as a «record for a temporary or persistent
storage in electronic form». Specific character of virtual space’s functioning
procreates some juridical contradictions in respect of objects protected by copyright
law. Though, the common principles of intellectual property legislation are applicable
for copyright protected objects at Internet. At the same time different countries use
conceptual frameworks that differ from each other. Thus, the European Union has a
propensity for application of «exhaustion principle» in legal practice, while the
United States frequently use «first sell» doctrine. In any event, information society
conditions effect transformation of the copyright legal institutes, and make their
influence upon a whole dynamics of development in relation to intellectual property
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integrally.

The social-philosophic comprehension of interrelations amidst information,
knowledge and innovations, as well as IP ontology, justificatory models, typology,
informational and ethical nature of Intellectual Property, other aspects enables to
create a more objective view of the transformation's character for this specific kind of
property at current sociocultural realities. Thus, Intellectual Property Institution
appears as heterogeneous, differently directed, multidimensional, polymorphic &
multifunctional public institution that has a system-making meaning in respect of the
contemporary post-industrial, postmodern (in some respects), information-dependent
society.

It was also found that the global digitalization has a specific impact for the
Intellectual Property institutions. One side is that globalization has a reason to be
characterized as a catalyst for the transformation of intellectual-legal relations
towards commercialization, making IP a substantial socio-economic, legal and
cultural institution of present time. However, current trends in the reform of
protection system for intellectual activity results threaten to remain unbalanced with
the public interests. There is an obvious need for harmonization of various relations
in the realm of intellectual property.

Optimal regime for the IP securing and protection probably may be found in
more flexible legislation, with ensuring of correct implementation of international
standards into intellectual-legal relations of all countries. But it should be done in
compliance with the key principle, which is demanded by contemporary post-
industrial reality: the greater free access to knowledge and innovations for the
Society has to be granted and guaranteed. That is possible to achieve by the wide
provision of free licenses, through shortening of terms for exclusive intellectual
property rights, by reducing the cost for legal access to intellectual products, more
active introduction of open content, streaming services, other innovations. And
finally, on the whole, it should come to expanding of the “public domain” concept’s
meaning, and narrowing the “copyright” total monopoly.

In conclusion we'd like to make an emphasis on the strategic role of the
Intellectual Property institution in human progress. It's supposed that future eventual
positive dynamics of the Intellectual Property development is connected with global
liberalization of intellectual property law, in complex with other essential measures
appropriate to their time. Generally acceptable model for the IP securing and
protection, as we claim once more, leads to more flexible legislation, with ensuring of
correct implementation of international standards into intellectual-legal realms by
every civilized country.

As we consider the Intellectual Property is the crucial institution of postmodern
& information society, there's an obvious need to designate its main social functions
as follows: fixing and reproduction (i.e. stability organizing) function, regulatory
function, integrative function, translational function, communicative function,
hedonistic function.

Thus, in the social philosophy way of thinking, Intellectual Property appears as
heterogeneous, differently directed, multidimensional, polymorphic, multifunctional
public institution that has a system-making meaning in respect of the contemporary
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post-industrial, postmodern (in future), information-dependent society, which unites
various people with their similar needs but controversial interests.

The practical significance and main results of this research could be stated as
follows: some of them (as we hope) will contribute to the rethinking of “intellectual
property” phenomenon, giving opportunities to observe it more expanded. A new
understanding of intellectual property (and its presentation in a new form, as updated
philosophical concept) goes beyond the existing narrow scope of copyright and patent
law. Main provisions and conclusions given in the Chapter, as expected, will help in
the development of new, more substantiated, fair, universal and balanced approaches
to the intellectual legal relations, and finally should help to reduce social tenseness
and to eliminate stresses and conflicts, detected inside the investigated sphere of
social life.
